BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

D)} 6) The County Council of Baltimore County or the governing
body of a municipal corporation in Baltimore County, by appropriate resolution or
ordinance, may enact a permit program to allow a person to stand in a roadway,
median divider, or intersection to solicit money or donations from the occupant of a
vehicle.

{(2)} €6) At least 15 days before the date on which the permit applied
for 1s to be effective, an applicant shall file with the county or municipal corporation
an application that contains the following information:

(1) The name, address, and age of each person who will solicit;

(i1) The name and address of the employing or sponsoring
person, agency, or entity;

(111) The exact location where each solicitor will be assigned;

(1v)  The purpose of the solicitation;

(v) The time frame and duration of the solicitation;

(vi)  The means of travel to and from the place of solicitation; and

(vil) The name, address, and telephone number of a contact
person who will be able to provide additional information to the county or municipal
corporation or its designee.

application and make any further investigation as deemed necessary in order to

determine the truth of the statements made on the application.

(1) Any statement made on the application is untrue; or
(i1)  The location or method of the solicitation or its duration are
such that it will be harmful to the health, safety, convenience, or welfare of the

(1)) IF IT IS THE OFFENDER’S FIRST VIOLATION, A WARNING
THAT INFORMS THE OFFENDER OF THE REQUIREMENTS FOR A PERMIT UNDER
THE RESOLUTION OR ORDINANCE ENACTED UNDER THIS SUBSECTION; AND

(1) IF IT IS THE OFFENDER’S SECOND OR SUBSEQUENT
VIOLATION, A PENALTY UNDER § 27-101 OF THIS ARTICLE.

October 1, 2012.
