SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

IN STATUTORY CAUSES OF ACTION CREATED BY THIS CODE TO PROTECT CIVIL
RIGHTS OR CONSUMER RIGHTS, “DAMAGES” OR “LOSSES”:

(1) MEANS MONEY CLAIMED BY, OR ORDERED TO BE PAID TO, A
PERSON AS COMPENSATION FOR LOSS OR INJURY RESULTING FROM THE VIOLATION
OF THE PERSON’S RIGHTS OR PROTECTIONS; AND
