 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 12 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 13

 (A) ON REQUEST OF A RETAIL ELECTRICITY CUSTOMER, AN ELECTRIC 16 

COMPANY SHALL PROVIDE TO THE CUSTOMER THE HISTORIC USAGE AND BILLING 17 

INFORMATION FOR THE CUSTOMER’S ACCOUNT FOR NOT LESS THAN THE 18 

PRECEDING 12 MONTHS. 19 
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 (B) THE ELECTRIC COMPANY SHALL MAKE THE INFORMATION UNDER 1 

SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION AVAILABLE TO THE CUSTOMER IN ONE OF THE 2 

FOLLOWING FORMS, AS REQUESTED BY THE CUSTOMER: 3 

 

  (1) INFORMATION ACCESSIBLE TO THE CUSTOMER ON THE ELECTRIC 4 

COMPANY’S WEBSITE; 5 

 

  (2) INFORMATION PROVIDED ELECTRONICALLY TO THE CUSTOMER 6 

IN A SEARCHABLE PDF FORMAT; OR 7 

 

  (3) A PHYSICAL DOCUMENT SENT TO THE CUSTOMER AT THE 8 

CUSTOMER’S BILLING ADDRESS. 9 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 10
