 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 15 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 16

 (A) A UNIT THAT CONTRACTS WITH A COMMUNITY–BASED RESIDENTIAL 19 

PROGRAM, RESIDENTIAL CHILD CARE PROGRAM, OR GROUP HOME SHALL 20

  (1) WHETHER THE COMMUNITY–BASED RESIDENTIAL PROGRAM, 22 

RESIDENTIAL CHILD CARE PROGRAM, OR GROUP HOME IS CERTIFIED AS A 23 
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MINORITY–OWNED, WOMAN–OWNED, OR DISABILITY–OWNED BUSINESS IN 1 

ACCORDANCE WITH TITLE 14, SUBTITLE 3 OF THIS ARTICLE; AND 2 

 

  (2) WHETHER THE COMMUNITY–BASED RESIDENTIAL PROGRAM, 3 

RESIDENTIAL CHILD CARE PROGRAM, OR GROUP HOME HAS HAD ITS LICENSE 4 

SUSPENDED OR REVOKED WITHIN 10 YEARS BEFORE THE DATE OF THE 5 

CONTRACT. 6 

 

 (B) A UNIT THAT CONTRACTS WITH A COMMUNITY–BASED RESIDENTIAL 7 

PROGRAM, RESIDENTIAL CHILD CARE PROGRAM, OR GROUP HOME SHALL 8 

SUBMIT AN ANNUAL REPORT TO THE GOVERNOR’S OFFICE OF MINORITY 9 

AFFAIRS THAT INCLUDES THE DATA COLLECTED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF 10 

THIS SECTION. 11 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 12
