 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 12

 NOTWITHSTANDING ANY OTHER PROVISION OF LAW, A LANDLORD OR 16 

LANDLORD’S AGENT MAY ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH AN ELEVATOR 17 

CONTRACTOR LICENSED UNDER THIS SUBTITLE OTHER THAN THE ELEVATOR 18 

CONTRACTOR WITH WHOM THE LANDLORD HAS A CONTRACT WITHOUT PENALTY IF: 19 

 

  (1) THE ELEVATOR IS: 20 

 

   (I) LOCATED IN A MULTIFAMILY DWELLING UNIT IN WHICH A 21 

DISABLED TENANT OR A TENANT WHO IS AT LEAST 60 YEARS OLD RESIDES; AND 22 
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   (II) OUT OF SERVICE; AND 1 

 

  (2) THE ELEVATOR CONTRACTOR WITH WHOM THE LANDLORD OR 2 

LANDLORD’S AGENT INTENDS TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT IS ABLE TO REPAIR THE 3 

ELEVATOR BEFORE THE ELEVATOR CONTRACTOR WITH WHOM THE LANDLORD HAS 4 

A CONTRACT.  5 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 6 

October 1, 2023. 7
