 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 13 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 14

 (A) THIS SECTION DOES NOT APPLY TO A TRAIN OR LIGHT ENGINE USED IN 17 

CONNECTION WITH THE MOVEMENT OF RAILROAD FREIGHT INVOLVING: 18 

 

  (1) HOSTLER SERVICE; OR 19 

 

  (2) UTILITY EMPLOYEES IN YARD SERVICE. 20 
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 (B) A TRAIN OR LIGHT ENGINE USED IN CONNECTION WITH THE MOVEMENT 1 

OF RAILROAD FREIGHT MAY NOT BE OPERATED IN THE STATE UNLESS THE TRAIN 2 

OR LIGHT ENGINE HAS A CREW OF AT LEAST TWO INDIVIDUALS. 3 

 

 (C) A PERSON WHO WILLFULLY VIOLATES THIS SECTION IS GUILTY OF A 4 

MISDEMEANOR AND ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO: 5 

 

  (1) FOR A FIRST OFFENSE, A FINE OF $500; AND 6 

 

  (2) FOR A SECOND OFFENSE AND ANY SUBSEQUENT OFFENSE 7 

COMMITTED WITHIN A PERIOD OF 3 YEARS OF THE SECOND OFFENSE, A FINE OF 8 

$1,000 FOR EACH OFFENSE.  9 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 10 

October 1, 2016.  11
