 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 10 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 11

adverse possession for the statutory period, when [his] THE PERSON’S title to the property 17 

is denied or disputed, or when any other person claims, of record or otherwise to own the 18 

property, or any part of it, or to hold any lien encumbrance on it, regardless of whether or 19 

not the hostile outstanding claim is being actively asserted, and if an action at law or 20 

proceeding in equity is not pending to enforce or test the validity of the title, lien, 21 

encumbrance, or other adverse claim, the person may maintain a suit in [equity] 22 

ACCORDANCE WITH SUBTITLE 6 OF THIS TITLE in THE CIRCUIT COURT FOR THE 23 

county where the property [lies] OR ANY PART OF THE PROPERTY IS LOCATED to quiet 24 

or remove any cloud from the title, or determine any adverse claim. 25 

 

 (b) The proceeding shall be deemed in rem or quasi in rem so long as the only 26 

relief sought is a decree that the plaintiff has absolute ownership and the right of 27 

disposition of the property, and an injunction against the assertion by the person named as 28 

the party defendant, of [his] THE PERSON’S claim by any action at law or otherwise. Any 29 

person who appears of record, or claims to have a hostile outstanding right, shall be made 30 

a defendant in the proceedings. 31
