SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Family Law
12-202.

(c) On or before January 1, 1993, and at least every 4 years after that date, the
Child Support Enforcement Administration of the Department of Human Resources shall:

(1) review the guidelines set forth in this subtitle to ensure that the
application of the guidelines results in the determination of appropriate child support
award amounts; [and]

(2)  report its findings and recommendations to the General Assembly,
subject to § 2—1246 of the State Government Article; AND
