 (F) ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 1, 2016, AND EACH YEAR THEREAFTER, THE 25 

BOARD OF TRUSTEES SHALL SUBMIT A REPORT TO THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY 26 
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DELEGATIONS TO THE HOUSE OF DELEGATES AND SENATE OF MARYLAND, THE 1 

PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY COUNCIL, AND THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY 2 

EXECUTIVE, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 2–1246 OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT 3 

ARTICLE, THAT:  4 

 

  (1) EVALUATES THE RESULTS OF THE PROGRAM FOR THE PREVIOUS 5 

FISCAL YEAR; AND 6 

 

  (2) MAKES APPROPRIATE RECOMMENDATIONS.     7 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, on or before December 1, 8 

2015, the Board of Trustees shall submit a preliminary report to the Prince George’s County 9 

delegations to the House of Delegates and Senate of Maryland, the Prince George’s County 10 

Council, and the Prince George’s County Executive, in accordance with § 2–1246 of the 11 

State Government Article, on: 12 

 

  (1) the status of the establishment and implementation of the Certified 13 

County–Based Business Participation Program; and 14 

 

  (2) any consultations, agreements, or memoranda of understanding with a 15 

unit of local government in Prince George’s County on implementation of the Certified 16 

County–Based Business Participation Program.   17 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 18 

1, 2015. 19
