SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

BE APPOINTED FROM ST. MARY’S COUNTY, and three to be appointed from Charles
County

9) District 9 — 4

(10) Daistrict 10 — 7, two to be appointed from Carroll County and five to be
