 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 16 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 17

 (a) In this title the following words have the meanings indicated. 20 

 

 (e) “Licensed marine contractor” means an individual or entity that has 21 

received a license from the Board to perform marine contractor services. 22 
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 (f) (1) “Marine contractor services” means construction, demolition, 1 

installation, alteration, repair, or salvage activities located in, on, over, or under State 2 

or private tidal wetlands. 3 

 

  (2) “Marine contractor services” includes: 4 

 

   (i) Dredging and filling; 5 

 

   (ii) The construction, demolition, installation, alteration, repair, 6 

or salvage of structures, including boathouses, boat or other personal watercraft [lifts 7 

or] ramps, slips, docks, floating platforms, moorings, piers, pier access structures, 8 

pilings, wetland observation platforms, wetland walkways, and wharfs; and 9 

 

   (iii) The construction, demolition, installation, alteration, repair, 10 

or salvage of stabilization and erosion control measures, including revetments, 11 

breakwaters, bulkheads, groins, jetties, stone sills, marsh establishments, and beach 12 

nourishment or other similar projects. 13 

 

  (3) “MARINE CONTRACTOR SERVICES” DOES NOT INCLUDE THE 14 

INSTALLATION OR REPAIR OF BOAT LIFTS. 15 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16 

October 1, 2011. 17
