  (2) PROVIDE STUDENTS WITH ADEQUATE RESOURCES TO PREPARE 12 

FOR ADMISSIONS TESTING; 13 

 

  (3) PROVIDE PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT FOR FACULTY AND 14 

STAFF; 15 

 

  (4) OVERSEE INVESTIGATIONS OF INCIDENTS THAT MAY VIOLATE 16 

POLICIES AGAINST HARASSMENT AND DISCRIMINATION; 17 

 

  (5) OVERSEE THE TITLE IX COORDINATOR AT EACH CAMPUS; 18 

 

  (6) SUPPORT INDIVIDUALS WHO MAY HAVE EXPERIENCED 19 

DISCRIMINATION OR BIAS; 20 

 

  (7) SUPPORT THE COLLEGE’S MISSION THROUGH SUSTAINED FOCUS 21 

ON EQUITY, DIVERSITY, AND INCLUSION; 22 

 

  (8) CONDUCT INVESTIGATIONS OF COMPLAINTS OF DISCRIMINATION 23 

AND HARASSMENT; 24 

 

  (9) ENSURE THE DELIVERY OF COLLEGE DIVERSITY, EQUITY, AND 25 

INCLUSIVE LEARNING AND DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMS FOR STUDENTS, FACULTY, 26 

AND STAFF; 27 

 

  (10) CONDUCT CLIMATE SURVEYS; 28 
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  (11) COLLECT DATA TO AID IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF 1 

INTERVENTIONS; 2 

 

  (12) CULTIVATE NEW AND EXISTING PARTNERSHIPS WITH 3 

BUSINESSES, CORPORATIONS, AND THE LOCAL COMMUNITY; AND 4 

 

  (13) COORDINATE THE COLLEGE’S RESPONSE TO INCIDENTS THAT 5 

COMPROMISE THE COLLEGE’S COMMITMENT TO EQUITY, DIVERSITY, AND 6 

INCLUSION. 7 

 

 (B) THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES SHALL INCLUDE FUNDING IN THE COLLEGE’S 8 

ANNUAL BUDGET FOR: 9 

 

  (1) NOT FEWER THAN FIVE SUPPORT STAFF POSITIONS FOR THE VICE 10 

PRESIDENT OF EQUITY AND INCLUSION, INCLUDING A DIRECTOR OF 11 

MULTICULTURAL AFFAIRS; AND 12 

 

  (2) AN EQUITY AND INCLUSION COORDINATOR AT EACH COLLEGE 13 

CAMPUS.  14 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 15 

1, 2022. 16
