FOR the purpose of requiring the Court of Appeals and Court of Special Appeals to 4 

post each of its opinions and designate whether the opinion is reported or 5 

unreported  in a certain manner; providing that an unreported opinion of the 6 

Court of Appeals or the Court of Special Appeals may be cited only as provided 7 

in the Maryland Rules; and generally relating to opinions of the Court of 8 

Appeals and Court of Special Appeals.  9

UNREPORTED OPINIONS; AND 2 

 

  (2) DESIGNATE FOR EACH OF ITS OPINIONS WHETHER THE 3 

OPINION IS REPORTED OR UNREPORTED. 4 

 

 (B) AN UNREPORTED OPINION MAY BE CITED ONLY AS PROVIDED IN 5 

THE MARYLAND RULES. 6 

 
 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 7 

October 1, 2013. 8
