 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 16 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 17

3–12A–01. 19 
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 (a) The Talbot County Board consists of: 1 

 

  (1) Seven voting members, one member elected from each of the seven 2 

election districts for the county board established in accordance with this subtitle; and 3 

 

  (2) Two nonvoting student members from the public high schools in the 4 

county. 5 

 

3–12A–03. 6 

 

 At its [first] LAST meeting at the [beginning] END of each calendar year, OR AT THE 7 

MEETING IN DECEMBER EACH YEAR, the county board shall elect a president and a vice 8 

president from among its members. 9 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 10
