FOR the purpose of exempting certain licensed marine contractors from certain home 4 

improvement contractor licensing requirements; requiring the Department of 5 

the Environment to make certain notifications regarding certain wetlands 6 

license applications and delineations on or before a certain length of time; 7 

requiring the Department to grant, deny, or condition certain tidal wetlands 8 

licenses on or before a certain length of time under certain circumstances; 9 

requiring the Department to issue a certain public notice and provide an 10 

opportunity to submit certain comments or request a certain hearing under 11 

certain circumstances; establishing a Marine Contractors Licensing Board; 12 

providing for the membership of the Board; requiring certain persons to be 13 

licensed as marine contractors by the Department of the Environment Board 14 

before performing certain work in this State; authorizing the Secretary of the 15 

Environment to exercise certain powers to carry out the Secretary’s duties 16 

establishing certain powers and duties of the Board with respect to the licensing 17 

and regulation of marine contractors; requiring the Board to recommend certain 18 

regulations for adoption by the Secretary to adopt certain regulations and of the 19 

Environment and to keep a certain roster record containing certain information 20 

relating to licensed marine contractors; providing that an applicant for a marine 21 

contractor’s license must meet certain criteria; requiring an applicant for a 22 

marine contractor’s license to submit certain documents and pay a certain fee; 23 

requiring that the application form provided by the Secretary Board require 24 

certain information from the applicant; requiring that the application form 25 
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provided by the Secretary Board contain a certain statement; requiring the 1 

applicant to sign the application form under oath; prohibiting the Secretary 2 

Board from issuing a license under certain circumstances; requiring the 3 

Secretary Board to issue a license of a certain duration to certain applicants; 4 

requiring the Secretary Board to include certain information on the license; 5 

providing that a license is void under certain circumstances; providing that 6 

while a license is in effect, it authorizes the licensee to take certain actions; 7 

requiring a licensed marine contractor to include the contractor’s license 8 

number in certain advertising and to display it on certain equipment; requiring 9 

the Secretary to adopt regulations to stagger the terms of licenses; providing for 10 

the expiration and renewal of certain licenses; requiring the Secretary Board to 11 

mail a renewal form and notice containing certain information to the applicant 12 

at a certain address by a certain time; authorizing a licensed marine contractor 13 

to renew the a license under certain circumstances, including payment of a 14 

certain fee certain fees; requiring the Secretary Board to renew the license of a 15 

licensed marine contractor under certain circumstances; requiring a licensee 16 

that is a firm an entity to provide written notice to the Secretary Board under 17 

certain circumstances; authorizing the Secretary Board to deny, suspend, or 18 

revoke the license under certain circumstances; requiring the Secretary Board 19 

to follow certain notice procedures and hold a certain hearing before taking final 20 

action to deny, refuse to renew, revoke, or suspend the license; providing that 21 

acts or omissions by certain parties may be attributed to certain applicants or 22 

licensees; providing for certain penalties for knowingly violating certain 23 

provisions of law; establishing a civil penalty for certain violations; requiring 24 

certain penalties that are collected to be paid into the Wetlands and Waterways 25 

Program Fund for administration of the Board; requiring the Department to 26 

grant, deny, or condition certain nontidal wetlands permits on or before a 27 

certain length of time under certain circumstances; exempting a certain project 28 

from a certain permit application fee; requiring a flat application fee for certain 29 

wetlands permits or authorizations under certain circumstances; providing 30 

licensed marine contractors with immunity from civil suit under certain 31 

circumstances; requiring the Department to provide certain information on the 32 

Department’s website and make a final decision on a certain permit application 33 

by a certain time under certain circumstances; requiring the Department to 34 

exempt licensed marine contractors from certain permitting requirements for 35 

certain projects; requiring the Department to adopt by regulation certain 36 

criteria to identify the projects qualifying for exemption in consultation with a 37 

certain association; requiring a person to hire or consult a licensed marine 38 

contractor under certain circumstances; providing that certain property owners 39 

are not required to hire a licensed marine contractor under certain 40 

circumstances; establishing a certain administrative fines fine for failing to hire 41 

or consult a licensee as required; establishing a certain notification requirement 42 

applicable to the Critical Area Commission for the Chesapeake and Atlantic 43 

Coastal Bays; providing for certain processing times for certain tidal wetlands 44 

license applications; requiring the Department to adopt certain regulations for 45 

certain purposes; defining certain terms and altering the definition of a certain 46 

term; requiring all marine contractors performing certain services to register 47 
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with the Department and pay a certain fee on or before a certain date; 1 

prohibiting a marine contractor that fails to register from performing or 2 

soliciting to perform certain services after a certain date; requiring the 3 

Department, for certain initial recommendations of appointments to the Board, 4 

to select marine contractors from a certain list; and generally relating to the 5 

licensure and regulation of marine contractors and the wetlands permitting and 6 

authorization process.

contractor license whenever the person acts as a contractor in the State. 4 

 

 (b) Except as otherwise provided in this title, a person must have a 5 

subcontractor license or contractor license whenever the person acts as a 6 

subcontractor in the State. 7 

 

 (c) Except as otherwise provided in this title, a person must have a 8 

salesperson license or contractor license whenever the person sells a home 9 

improvement in the State. 10

State or local law; and 23 

 

   (iii) is: 24 

 

    1. acting only within the scope of that occupation or 25 

profession; or 26 

 

    2. installing a central heating or air–conditioning 27

  (5) a security systems technician licensed under Title 18 of the 29 

Business Occupations and Professions Article; [or] 30 
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  (6) A MARINE CONTRACTOR LICENSED UNDER TITLE 17, 1

breakwater, piles, or other similar structure. 10 

 

  (2) “Pier” does not include any structure on pilings or stilts that was 11 

originally constructed beyond the landward boundaries of State or private wetlands. 12 

 

 [(i)] (J) “Person” means any natural person, partnership, joint–stock 13 

company, unincorporated association or society, the federal government, the State, any 14 

unit of the State, a political subdivision, or other corporation of any type. 15

wetland” bordering on or lying beneath tidal waters, which is subject to regular or 17 

periodic tidal action and supports aquatic growth. 18 

 

  (2) “Private wetlands” includes wetlands, transferred by the State by a 19 

valid grant, lease, patent, or grant confirmed by Article 5 of the Maryland Declaration 20 

of Rights, to the extent of the interest transferred. 21 

 

 [(k)] (L) (1) “Public notice” means the public notice and public 22 

informational hearing procedures established in § 5–204(b) through (e) of this article. 23 

 

  (2) “Public notice” does not mean notice as provided for in § 16–303 of 24 

this title. 25 

 

 [(l)] (M) “Regular or periodic tidal action” means the rise and fall of the sea 26 

produced by the attraction of the sun and moon uninfluenced by wind or any other 27 

circumstance. 28 

 

 [(m)] (N) “Secretary” means the Secretary of the Environment. 29 

 

 [(n)] (O) “State wetlands” means any land under the navigable waters of the 30 

State below the mean high tide, affected by the regular rise and fall of the tide. 31 

Wetlands of this category which have been transferred by the State by valid grant, 32 
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lease, patent or grant confirmed by Article 5 of the Maryland Declaration of Rights 1 

shall be considered “private wetland” to the extent of the interest transferred. 2

MISDEMEANOR AND ON CONVICTION IS SUBJECT TO A FINE NOT EXCEEDING 18 

$10,000 OR IMPRISONMENT NOT EXCEEDING 1 YEAR OR BOTH. 19 

 

  (2) EACH DAY THAT A PERSON CONDUCTS MARINE CONTRACTOR 20 

SERVICES WITHOUT A LICENSE CONSTITUTES A SEPARATE OFFENSE. 21 

 

 (C) (1) IN ADDITION TO ANY OTHER SANCTION UNDER THIS SECTION, 22 

A CIVIL ACTION MAY BE BROUGHT AGAINST A PERSON FOR A VIOLATION OF 23 

SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION OR ANY REGULATION ADOPTED UNDER THIS 24 

SECTION. 25 

 

  (2) A PERSON MAY BE LIABLE FOR A CIVIL PENALTY UNDER THIS 26 

SUBSECTION NOT TO EXCEED $10,000 FOR EACH VIOLATION. 27 

 

 (D) ANY PENALTIES COLLECTED UNDER THIS SECTION SHALL BE PAID 28 

INTO THE WETLANDS AND WATERWAYS PROGRAM FUND ESTABLISHED UNDER 29 

§ 5–203.1 OF THIS ARTICLE, FOR THE ADMINISTRATION OF THE MARINE 30 

CONTRACTORS LICENSING BOARD ESTABLISHED UNDER TITLE 17 OF THIS 31

 (B) TO APPLY FOR A LICENSE, THE APPLICANT SHALL SUBMIT A 5

INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE DEPARTMENT. 7 

 

 (C) (1) WITHIN 45 DAYS FROM RECEIPT OF THE APPLICATION, THE 8

COMPLETE AND WHETHER THE DELINEATION IS CORRECT. 10 

 

  (2) IF THE DEPARTMENT FAILS TO NOTIFY THE APPLICANT 11 

ABOUT THE APPLICATION OR DELINEATION WITHIN 45 DAYS, THE DELINEATION 12 

SHALL BE TREATED BY THE DEPARTMENT AS CORRECT, AND THE APPLICATION 13 

SHALL BE TREATED AS COMPLETE. 14 

 

 (D) ONCE THE APPLICATION IS COMPLETE IN ACCORDANCE WITH 15 

SUBSECTION (C) OF THIS SECTION, THE DEPARTMENT SHALL GRANT, DENY, OR 16 

CONDITION A LICENSE WITHIN 45 DAYS IF: 17 

 

  (1) THE APPLICATION IS NOT SUBJECT TO PUBLIC NOTICE AND 18 

HEARING REQUIREMENTS UNDER SUBSECTION (G) OF THIS SECTION; OR 19 

 

  (2) THE APPLICATION DOES NOT REQUIRE AN ACTION BY THE 20 

BOARD. 21 

 

 (E) (1) ONCE THE APPLICATION IS COMPLETE UNDER SUBSECTION 22 

(C) OF THIS SECTION, THE DEPARTMENT SHALL ISSUE PUBLIC NOTICE OF AN 23 

OPPORTUNITY TO SUBMIT WRITTEN COMMENTS OR TO REQUEST A HEARING IN 24 

ACCORDANCE WITH § 5–204(B) THROUGH (E) OF THIS ARTICLE. 25 

 

  (2) A HEARING REQUESTED UNDER PARAGRAPH (1) OF THIS 26 

SUBSECTION SHALL BE HELD WITHIN 45 DAYS OF THE HEARING REQUEST, 27 

UNLESS EXTENUATING CIRCUMSTANCES JUSTIFY AN EXTENSION OF TIME. 28 

 

  (3) THE HEARING THAT MAY BE REQUESTED UNDER THIS 29 

SUBSECTION IS NOT A CONTESTED CASE HEARING UNDER TITLE 10, SUBTITLE 2 30 

OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE. 31 

 

 [(b)] (F) The Secretary shall assist the Board in determining whether to 32 

issue a license to dredge or fill State wetlands. The Secretary shall submit a report 33 
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indicating whether the license should be granted and, if so, the terms, conditions, and 1 

consideration required after consultation with any interested federal, State, and local 2 

unit, and after issuing public notice, holding any requested hearing, and taking any 3 

evidence the Secretary thinks advisable. 4 

 

 [(c)] (G) (1) Upon receipt of a report by the Secretary, the Board shall 5 

decide if issuance of the license is in the best interest of the State, taking into account 6 

the varying ecological, economic, developmental, recreational, and aesthetic values 7 

each application presents. If the Board decides to issue the license, the issuance of the 8 

license shall be for consideration and on terms and conditions the Board determines. 9 

Every license shall be in writing. 10 

 

  (2) With respect to an application for a license to fill or construct a 11 

shore erosion control structure other than riprap on State wetlands, the Board may 12 

issue the license without public notice if the fill area is less than 300 feet in length 13 

parallel to the fast land as close to the fast land as structurally feasible but not more 14 

than 10 feet channelward of the mean high water line and if after a site visit the 15 

report of the Secretary recommends that the license be granted. The Board may issue 16 

a license without public notice where an emergency exists caused by act of God, 17 

natural disaster, catastrophe, or other similar natural event when the health, safety, 18 

or welfare of the citizens of the State would be jeopardized by a delay caused by time 19 

requirements for public notice. However, the license may be granted by the Board only 20 

with the concurrence of the Secretary. The Secretary shall provide prompt public 21 

notice of the emergency license issuance and the opportunity to submit written 22 

comments or to request a hearing to determine whether the emergency license shall be 23 

revoked or made permanent. If a hearing is requested, the hearing shall be scheduled 24 

within 30 days of the emergency issuance of the license. 25 

 

  (3) If the report of the Secretary recommends that a license be 26 

granted, the Board may issue the license without public notice: 27 

 

   (i) To fill or construct a shore erosion control structure of riprap 28 

on State wetlands if the fill area is less than 500 feet in length parallel to the fast land 29 

as close to the fast land as structurally feasible but not more than 10 feet channelward 30 

of the mean high water line; 31 

 

   (ii) To repair or replace a bulkhead for the purpose of shore 32 

erosion control where the bulkhead is presently functional, but is deteriorating or 33 

damaged, provided that the repair or replacement structure does not extend more 34 

than 18 inches channelward of the existing structure. Repair or replacement may 35 

include riprap placed along the base of the bulkhead, provided that the riprap shall 36 

not extend more than 10 feet channelward of the bulkhead; 37 

 

   (iii) To fill near shore shallow water bottom extending no more 38 

than 35 feet channelward of the mean high water line provided the fill area is less 39 

than 500 feet in length parallel to the fast land for the purpose of shore erosion control 40 

by landscaping and wetland plant establishment; 41 
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   (iv) To construct or repair a private noncommercial boat ramp 1 

provided the ramp does not exceed 12 feet in width and extend more than 30 feet 2 

channelward of the mean high water line; or 3 

 

   (v) To maintenance dredge a mooring, private or commercial 4 

boat ramp, mobile boat hoist slip, or marine railway when no more than 100 cubic 5 

yards of material nor an area greater than 1,500 square feet need to be dredged. 6 

 

  (4) With respect to the maintenance dredging of projects in State 7 

wetlands for which a license is to be issued, the license may include provision for 8 

periodic maintenance dredging if recommended by the report of the Secretary provided 9 

that the maintenance dredging be effected: 10 

 

   (i) Within the area, depth, and in conformity with other 11 

limitations contained in the license; 12 

 

   (ii) That no more than 500 cubic yards of material be dredged at 13 

each maintenance dredging to restore licensed works; 14 

 

   (iii) That the material from maintenance dredging be deposited 15 

upon the designated or other upland site approved by the Secretary; and 16 

 

   (iv) That the Secretary be notified and approve of each 17 

maintenance dredging operation. 18 

 

  (5) The provisions for periodic maintenance dredging under paragraph 19 

(4) of this subsection shall be effective for no more than 6 years beyond the date of 20 

issuance of the license. 21 

 

  (6) If the licensee desires to continue maintenance dredging beyond 22 

the expiration date authorized in paragraph (5) of this subsection, the licensee must 23 

obtain a new license by submitting an application to the Board for review in 24 

accordance with the procedures of this section. 25 

 

 [(d)] (H) The provisions of this section do not apply to any operation for: 26 

 

  (1) Dredging and filling being conducted as of July 1, 1970, as 27 

authorized under the terms of an appropriate permit or license granted under the 28 

provisions of existing State and federal law; 29 

 

  (2) Dredging of seafood products by any licensed operator, harvesting 30 

of seaweed, or mosquito control and abatement as approved by the Department of 31 

Agriculture; 32 

 

  (3) Improvement of wildlife habitat or agricultural drainage ditches as 33 

approved by an appropriate unit; 34 
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  (4) Routine maintenance or repair of existing bulkheads, provided that 1 

there is no addition or channelward encroachment; or 2 

 

  (5) Aquaculture activities occurring in Aquaculture Enterprise Zones 3 

established under Title 4, Subtitle 11A of the Natural Resources Article under an 4 

aquaculture lease issued by the Department of Natural Resources. 5 

 

 [(e)] (I) (1) The Board may not approve a license or an amendment to a 6 

license authorizing the dredge material deposited in the Hart–Miller Island Dredged 7 

Material Containment Facility to exceed an elevation of: 8 

 

   (i) 44 feet above the mean low water mark in the north cell; and 9 

 

   (ii) 28 feet above the mean low water mark in the south cell. 10 

 

  (2) On or after January 1, 2010, the Board may not approve a license 11 

or an amendment to a license authorizing the deposit of dredge material at the  12 

Hart–Miller Dredged Material Containment Facility.  13

 (A) IN THIS TITLE THE FOLLOWING WORDS HAVE THE MEANINGS 18 

INDICATED. 19 

 

 (B) “DEPARTMENT BOARD” MEANS THE DEPARTMENT OF THE 20 

ENVIRONMENT MARINE CONTRACTORS LICENSING BOARD. 21 

 

 (C) “FIRM ENTITY” MEANS A BUSINESS WITH ITS PRINCIPAL OFFICE IN 22 

THE STATE THAT EMPLOYS MORE THAN ONE INDIVIDUAL TO PROVIDE MARINE 23 

CONTRACTOR SERVICES IN THE STATE. 24 

 

 (D) (1) “LICENSE” MEANS A PROFESSIONAL LICENSE ISSUED BY THE 25 

SECRETARY BOARD TO AN INDIVIDUAL OR ENTITY TO PROVIDE PERFORM 26 

MARINE CONTRACTOR SERVICES IN THE STATE. 27 

 

  (2) “LICENSE” MEANS A MARINE CONTRACTOR LICENSE.  28 

 

 (E) “LICENSED MARINE CONTRACTOR” MEANS A PERSON WHO IS 29 

LICENSED BY THE SECRETARY TO PROVIDE MARINE CONTRACTOR SERVICES IN 30 
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THE STATE AN INDIVIDUAL OR ENTITY THAT HAS RECEIVED A LICENSE FROM 1 

THE BOARD TO PERFORM MARINE CONTRACTOR SERVICES. 2 

 

 (F) (1) “MARINE CONTRACTOR SERVICES” MEANS THE 3 

CONSTRUCTION, DEMOLITION, INSTALLATION, ALTERATION, REPAIR, SALE, OR 4 

SALVAGE OF STRUCTURES ACTIVITIES LOCATED IN THE STATE’S, ON, OVER, OR 5 

UNDER STATE OR PRIVATE TIDAL AND NONTIDAL WETLANDS, INCLUDING 6 

BOATHOUSES, BOAT OR OTHER PERSONAL WATERCRAFT LIFTS OR RAMPS, 7 

DOCKS, FLOATING PLATFORMS, MOORINGS, PIERS, PIER ACCESS STRUCTURES, 8 

PILINGS, WETLAND OBSERVATION PLATFORMS, WETLAND WALKWAYS, AND 9 

WHARFS. 10 

 

  (2) “MARINE CONTRACTOR SERVICES” INCLUDES THE: 11 

 

   (I) DREDGING AND FILLING; 12 

 

   (II) THE CONSTRUCTION, DEMOLITION, INSTALLATION, 13
