  (2) The holder of a Class 6 pub–brewery license may sell malt 11 

beverages for off–premises consumption in sealed refillable containers. 12 

 

  (3) The containers may be returned and at the time of refill shall be 13 

sealed by the pub–brewery licensee. 14 

 

  (4) A holder of a Class 6 pub–brewery license may not sell malt 15 

beverages to any retail alcoholic beverages licensee in this State for the purpose of a 16 

subsequent sale or distribution of that malt beverage under the retail license. 17 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 18
