FOR the purpose of requiring an individual who is convicted of a certain alcohol offense to
participate in the Ignition Interlock System Program for certain periods of time and
to successfully complete the Program; requiring the Administration to suspend for
an indefinite period, rather than revoke, the license of an individual who is convicted
of a certain alcohol offense and who fails to participate in or successfully complete
the Program; and generally relating to expanding participation in the Ignition
Interlock System Program.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Transportation
16-404.1.

(a) (1) In this section the following words have the meanings indicated.

EXPLANATION: CAPITALS INDICATE MATTER ADDED TO EXISTING LAW.

[Brackets] indicate matter deleted from existing law.
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(4) “Participant” means a participant in the Ignition Interlock System
Program.

b) “Program” means the Ignition Interlock System Program.

(d) (1) (1) Notwithstanding subsection (c¢) of this section, an individual
shall be a participant if the individual is convicted of a violation of:

1. § 21-902(a)(1) or (2) of this article [and had an alcohol
concentration at the time of testing of 0.15 or more]; or

2. § 21-902(a)(3) or (b)(2) of this article and the minor who
was transported was under the age of 16 years.

(1) If an individual is subject to this paragraph and fails to
participate in the Program or successfully complete the Program, the Administration shall
suspend, notwithstanding § 16—208 of this title, the individual’s license until the individual
successfully completes the Program.

(3)  An individual who is subject to this subsection shall participate in the
Program for:

(1) 6 months the first time the individual is required under this
subsection to participate in the Program,;

(11)) 1 year the second time the individual is required under this
subsection to participate in the Program; and

(i11) 3 years the third or any subsequent time the individual is
required under this subsection to participate in the Program.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2015.
