or local government to consider certain information provided by certain entities 10 

seeking to provide certain MARC train service; defining certain terms; and 11 

generally relating to the disclosure of certain information by entities that 12 

submit bids or proposals on procurement contracts to provide certain MARC 13 

train service.

 (A) IN THIS SUBTITLE THE FOLLOWING WORDS HAVE THE MEANINGS 5 

INDICATED. 6 

 

 (B) “DEPARTMENT” MEANS THE MARYLAND DEPARTMENT OF 7 

TRANSPORTATION. 8 

 

 (C) “DIRECT INVOLVEMENT” MEANS OWNERSHIP OR OPERATION OF 9 

THE TRAINS ON WHICH INDIVIDUALS WERE DEPORTED TO EXTERMINATION 10 

CAMPS, DEATH CAMPS, OR ANY FACILITY USED TO TRANSITION INDIVIDUALS TO 11 

EXTERMINATION CAMPS OR DEATH CAMPS, DURING THE PERIOD BEGINNING ON 12 

JANUARY 1, 1942, AND ENDING ON DECEMBER 31, 1944. 13 

 

 (D) “ENTITY” MEANS: 14 

 

  (1) A CORPORATION, AFFILIATE, OR OTHER SIMILAR 15 

ORGANIZATION THAT CONTROLS, OR IS CONTROLLED OR OWNED OR PARTIALLY 16 

OWNED BY OR UNDER COMMON CONTROL WITH, A CORPORATION THAT HAS 17 

DIRECT INVOLVEMENT; OR 18 

 

  (2) A MEMBER OF A PARTNERSHIP OR A CONSORTIUM THAT 19 

INCLUDES AN ENTITY THAT CERTIFIES THAT IT HAS DIRECT INVOLVEMENT. 20 

 

 (E) (1) “PROPERTY” MEANS ANY PERSONAL BELONGINGS OWNED OR 21 

CONTROLLED BY VICTIMS OF THE DEPORTATIONS TO EXTERMINATION CAMPS, 22 

DEATH CAMPS, OR FACILITIES USED TO TRANSITION INDIVIDUALS TO 23 

EXTERMINATION CAMPS OR DEATH CAMPS, DURING THE PERIOD BEGINNING ON 24 

JANUARY 1, 1942, AND ENDING ON DECEMBER 31, 1944. 25 

 

  (2) “PROPERTY” INCLUDES: 26

 FOR THE PURPOSES OF THIS SUBTITLE: 14 

 

  (1) TWO OR MORE ENTITIES SHALL BE CONSIDERED AS THE SAME 15 

ENTITY IF: 16 

 

   (I) ONE ENTITY IS A WHOLLY OWNED SUBSIDIARY OF THE 17 

OTHER; OR 18 

 

   (II) ONE ENTITY OWNS OR DIRECTLY OR INDIRECTLY 19 

CONTROLS MORE THAN 50% OF THE VOTING SECURITIES OF THE OTHER 20 

ENTITY, REGARDLESS OF WHETHER THE EQUITY INTEREST IN THAT OTHER 21 

ENTITY IS OWNED BY A FOREIGN GOVERNMENT; AND 22 

 

  (2) IF AN EQUITY INTEREST IN AN ENTITY IS OR WAS OWNED BY A 23 

FOREIGN GOVERNMENT, THAT EQUITY INTEREST SHALL BE ATTRIBUTED TO 24

  (1) HAS DIRECT INVOLVEMENT; AND 2 

 

  (2) SUBMITS A BID ON A PROCUREMENT CONTRACT WITH THE 3 

DEPARTMENT OR WITH ANY OTHER UNIT OF THE STATE OR LOCAL 4 

GOVERNMENT TO PROVIDE MARC TRAIN SERVICE THAT IS FUNDED IN WHOLE 5 

OR IN PART WITH PUBLIC FUNDS. 6

 (A) BEFORE SUBMITTING A FORMAL BID ON A PROCUREMENT 8 

CONTRACT TO THE DEPARTMENT OR OTHER UNIT OF THE STATE OR LOCAL 9 

GOVERNMENT TO PROVIDE MARC TRAIN SERVICE, AN ENTITY SHALL: 10 

 

  (1) CERTIFY TO THE DEPARTMENT OR UNIT WHETHER THE 11 

ENTITY HAS DIRECT INVOLVEMENT; AND  12 

 

  (2) DISCLOSE TO THE DEPARTMENT OR OTHER UNIT THE 13 

INFORMATION DESCRIBED IN SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION. 14 

 

 (B) AN ENTITY SUBJECT TO THIS SUBTITLE SHALL STATE, AS TO THE 15 

DEPORTATION OF INDIVIDUALS TO EXTERMINATION CAMPS, DEATH CAMPS, OR 16 

A FACILITY TO TRANSITION INDIVIDUALS TO EXTERMINATION CAMPS OR DEATH 17 

CAMPS DURING THE PERIOD BETWEEN JANUARY 1, 1942, AND DECEMBER 31, 18 

1944: 19 

 

  (1) (I) WHETHER THE ENTITY HAS ANY RECORDS RELATING TO 20 

THE DEPORTATIONS IN ITS POSSESSION, CUSTODY, OR CONTROL; 21 

 

   (II) THE LOCATION WHERE THE RECORDS ARE MAINTAINED; 22 

AND 23 

 

   (III) THE CONTENTS AND ADDRESSES OF ANY ARCHIVE OR 24 

OTHER FACILITY WHERE THE ENTITY MAINTAINS RECORDS; 25 

 

  (2) A DETAILED INDEX OF THE RECORDS, INCLUDING: 26 

 

   (I) THE LOCATION OF THE RECORDS AND A LIST OF ANY 27 

MONEY RECEIVED FOR EACH DEPORTATION, DELINEATED BY INDIVIDUAL 28 

CONVOYS AND PERSONS; AND 29 

 

   (II) AN ACCOUNTING OF EACH PIECE OF PROPERTY TAKEN 30 

OR CONFISCATED IN CONNECTION WITH THE DEPORTATIONS; 31 
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  (3) IF THE ENTITY NO LONGER HAS IN ITS CUSTODY OR CONTROL 1 

ANY OR ALL OF THE PROPERTY TAKEN OR CONFISCATED IN CONNECTION WITH 2 

THE DEPORTATIONS: 3 

 

   (I) THE TIME AND MANNER IN WHICH THE ENTITY 4 

DISPOSED OF OR CONVERTED THE PROPERTY; 5 

 

   (II) ANY PROPERTY CURRENTLY OWNED OR OPERATED BY 6 

THE ENTITY THAT WAS EXCHANGED FOR THE EXPROPRIATED PROPERTY;  7 

 

   (III) ANY EXPROPRIATED PROPERTY CURRENTLY OWNED BY 8 

THE ENTITY OR ANY OTHER PROPERTY DERIVED FROM THE EXPROPRIATED 9 

PROPERTY; AND  10 

 

   (IV) ANY OTHER DERIVATIVE OR TRACEABLE PROPERTY 11 

THAT REMAINS IN THE ENTITY’S POSSESSION, CUSTODY, OR CONTROL AS A 12 

RESULT OF ITS DEPORTATIONS ACTIVITY; 13 

 

  (4) IF ANY RECORDS RELATING TO THE DEPORTATIONS HAVE 14 

BEEN MADE PUBLIC, A CONFIRMATION THAT THE MATERIALS MADE AVAILABLE 15 

FOR PUBLIC REVIEW CONSTITUTE ALL OF THE RECORDS, REGARDLESS OF THE 16 

DATE THE RECORDS WERE CREATED OR OBTAINED; AND 17 

 

  (5) WHETHER THE ENTITY HAS PROVIDED RESTITUTION OR 18 

REPARATIONS TO ALL IDENTIFIABLE VICTIMS OF THE DEPORTATIONS AND, IF 19 

SO STATED, A DETAILED REPORT ON HOW THE RESTITUTION APPLIES 20 

SPECIFICALLY TO INDIVIDUALS DEPORTED BY THE ENTITY. 21

 AN ENTITY THAT SUBMITS A BID OR PROPOSAL TO THE ADMINISTRATION 24 

TO PROVIDE MARC TRAIN SERVICE ON THE CAMDEN AND BRUNSWICK LINES 25 

IN THE GREATER BALTIMORE–WASHINGTON METROPOLITAN REGION SHALL 26 

COMPLY WITH THE REQUIREMENTS OF TITLE 12, SUBTITLE 5 OF THE STATE 27 

FINANCE AND PROCUREMENT ARTICLE. 28 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 29
