 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 15 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 16

7.5–405. 18 

 

 (A) EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS SECTION, THE 19 

ADMINISTRATION MAY NOT APPROVE MORE THAN FIVE LICENSES IN EACH COUNTY 20 

FOR BEHAVIORAL HEALTH PROGRAMS THAT PROVIDE OPIOID TREATMENT 21 

SERVICES FOR EVERY 100,000 INDIVIDUALS WHO RESIDE IN THAT COUNTY. 22 

 

 (B) THE ADMINISTRATION MAY APPROVE LICENSES FOR BEHAVIORAL 23 

HEALTH PROGRAMS THAT PROVIDE OPIOID TREATMENT SERVICES IN A COUNTY 24 
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ABOVE THE AMOUNT ESTABLISHED IN SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION IF THE 1
