 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 12

 (A) (1) Except for transactions under division (D) of this section or as otherwise 16 

authorized by law, the County Commissioners, or any employee of Garrett County, may not 17 

enter into any contract of sale or purchase to which the county is a party where the amount 18 

involved under the contract exceeds [$15,000] $25,000 without advertising for bids in one 19 

or more newspapers circulated in the county. 20 
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 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 1
