(B) THE WEBSITE REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION
SHALL:
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(1) INCLUDE THE DATA AVAILABLE FOR THE 5-YEAR PERIOD ENDING
ON SEPTEMBER 30, 2023; AND

(2) BE UPDATED ON OR BEFORE JANUARY 1 EACH YEAR, TO INCLUDE
ANY NEWLY AVAILABLE DATA.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That on or before December 1,
2023, the Parkinson’s Disease Registry Advisory Committee shall report to the Senate
Finance Committee and the House Health and Government Operations Committee, in
accordance with § 2-1257 of the State Government Article, on recommendations for a path
forward toward the establishment of a fully functional State Parkinson’s Disease Registry.

SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That the Maryvland Department of
Health shall establish the website required under § 18-1204 of the Health — General
Article, as enacted by Section 1 of this Act, on or before October 1, 2023.

SECTION 2- 4. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
Oetober June 1, 2023.
