SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety

2-315.

(A) THE DEPARTMENT SHALL MAINTAIN A STATEWIDE CENTRAL
AUTOMATED DATABASE TO TRACK RECORDS FROM ALL LAW ENFORCEMENT
AGENCIES OF:

(1) INJURIES CAUSED BY LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS TO A
SUSPECT DURING AN ARREST OR HOLDING;

(2) FORMAL COMPLAINTS ALLEGING POLICE BRUTALITY AS
DESCRIBED IN § 3-104 OF THIS ARTICLE;

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(3) USE-OF-FORCE REPORTS; AND

(4) ALL LAWSUITS FILED AGAINST LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCIES
ALLEGING POLICE MISCONDUCT, INCLUDING THEIR DISPOSITION.

(B) THE SECRETARY SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS REGARDING:
(1) IMPLEMENTATION OF THE DATABASE;

(2) COLLECTION OF INFORMATION TO BE INCLUDED IN THE
DATABASE; AND

3) ACCESS TO THE DATABASE, INCLUDING PROCEDURES TO
PROTECT CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2015.
