 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 16 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 17

BUDGET BILL AN APPROPRIATION OF $20,000,000 TO THE FUND. 2 

 

 (J) THE FUND MAY BE USED ONLY FOR THE REDEMPTION OF GROUND RENT 3 

IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SECTION. 4 

 

 (K) (1) THE STATE TREASURER SHALL INVEST THE MONEY OF THE FUND 5 

IN THE SAME MANNER AS OTHER STATE MONEY MAY BE INVESTED. 6 

 

  (2) ANY INTEREST EARNINGS OF THE FUND SHALL BE CREDITED TO 7 

THE GENERAL FUND OF THE STATE. 8 

 

 (L) EXPENDITURES FROM THE FUND MAY BE MADE ONLY IN ACCORDANCE 9 

WITH THE STATE BUDGET. 10 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 11
