 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That it is the intent of the General 13 

Assembly that this Act be applied and interpreted to comport with the holding of the U.S. 14 

Supreme Court in Tennessee Wine and Spirits Retailers Assn. v. Russel F. Thomas, 15 

Executive Director of the Tennessee Alcoholic Beverage Commission, et al., 139 S. Ct. 2449 16 

(2019), which held that durational–residency requirements for an alcoholic beverages 17 

license was facially discriminatory, in violation of the dormant Commerce Clause of the 18 

U.S. Constitution. 19 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 20
