FOR the purpose of establishing the Music Therapist Advisory Committee within the State 5 

Board of Professional Counselors and Therapists renaming the State Board of 6 

Examiners for Audiologists, Hearing Aid Dispensers, and Speech–Language 7 

Pathologists to be the State Board of Examiners for Audiologists, Hearing Aid 8 

Dispensers, Speech–Language Pathologists, and Music Therapists; adding music 9 

therapist members to the Board and providing for the appointment of the members; 10 

requiring the Board to adopt certain regulations and a certain code of ethics; 11 

authorizing the Board to facilitate the dissemination of certain information to certain 12 

persons; requiring the Board to set certain fees for services provided by the Board to 13 

music therapists; requiring the Board to pay the fees to the Comptroller; requiring 14 

the Comptroller to distribute the fees to the Board; requiring the fees to be used to 15 

cover certain costs; providing for the composition, appointment, terms, 16 

compensation, and removal of the Committee members; requiring the Committee to 17 

elect a chair and a vice chair and to determine the manner of election of officers and 18 

the duties of each officer; providing that a majority of the members then serving on 19 

the Committee is a quorum; providing for meetings of the Committee; establishing 20 

certain powers and duties of the Committee; requiring individuals, beginning on a 21 

certain date, to be licensed by the Board as music therapists before performing 22 

certain work in the State except under certain circumstances; establishing certain 23 

certification, education, training, and other requirements to qualify for a license; 24 
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establishing certain application fees and requirements for obtaining a license; 1 

establishing certain license terms and procedures for the renewal of a license; 2 

requiring the Board to issue a license to certain applicants; providing that a music 3 

therapist license authorizes the licensee to engage in the practice of music therapy; 4 

specifying the contents of a license; prohibiting the Board from issuing a license if 5 

certain information has not been received; requiring the Board to place a licensee on 6 

inactive status under certain circumstances; providing that a license may not lapse 7 

under certain circumstances; requiring a licensee to notify the Board of a change of 8 

name or address in a certain manner and within a certain time period; authorizing 9 

the Board to deny a license to an applicant, reprimand a licensee, place a licensee on 10 

probation, or suspend or revoke a license under certain circumstances; establishing 11 

certain requirements for reinstatement of a license; providing for certain criminal, 12 

civil, and administrative penalties; establishing certain hearing and appeal 13 

procedures for certain persons; authorizing the Board to issue a cease and desist 14 

order under certain circumstances; authorizing a certain action to be maintained to 15 

enjoin the unauthorized practice of music therapy or certain conduct; providing for 16 

a certain music therapist rehabilitation subcommittee; specifying the manner in 17 

which the music therapist rehabilitation subcommittee may function; providing that 18 

the proceedings, records, and files of the music therapist rehabilitation 19 

subcommittee are not discoverable or admissible in evidence in certain actions under 20 

certain circumstances; providing that a certain individual is not civilly liable for 21 

certain action as a member of the music therapist rehabilitation subcommittee; 22 

prohibiting a person from practicing, attempting to practice, or offering to practice 23 

music therapy in the State unless licensed by the Board except under certain 24 

circumstances; prohibiting an individual from representing to the public that the 25 

individual is a licensed music therapist or using certain titles, abbreviations, signs, 26 

cards, or other representations except under certain circumstances; establishing a 27 

and altering certain short title titles; providing that the Committee is subject to the 28 

provisions of the Maryland Program Evaluation Act; providing for the application of 29 

certain provisions of law; defining certain terms; specifying the terms of the initial 30 

members of the Committee; providing for the termination of certain provisions of this 31 

Act; requiring the publisher of the Annotated Code of Maryland, in consultation with 32 

and subject to the approval of the Department of Legislative Services, to correct any 33 

cross–references or terminology rendered incorrect by this Act and to describe any 34 

corrections made in an editor’s note following the section affected; and generally 35 

relating to the licensing and regulation of music therapists and the Music Therapist 36

of this title or that expand or restrict the practice of speech–language pathology as defined 14

    1. Are licensed to practice medicine in the State; 16 

 

    2. Hold a certificate of qualification from the American Board 17 

of Otolaryngology; and 18 

 

    3. Are currently practicing in the State; 19 

 

   (iv) 2 shall be consumer members, 1 of whom shall be a consumer of 20 

services provided by an individual licensed by the Board; [and] 21 

 

   (v) 3 shall be licensed hearing aid dispensers who have at least 5 22 

years’ paid work experience in dispensing hearing aids and are currently practicing hearing 23 

aid dispensing in the State; AND 24 

 

   (VI) 2 SHALL BE LICENSED MUSIC THERAPISTS WHO HAVE AT 25 

LEAST 5 YEARS’ PAID WORK EXPERIENCE IN MUSIC THERAPY AND ARE CURRENTLY 26 

PRACTICING MUSIC THERAPY IN THE STATE. 27 

 

  (3) The Governor shall appoint the physician members, with the advice of 28 

the Secretary, from a list submitted to the Secretary and the Governor by the Maryland 29 

Society of Otolaryngology. There shall be at least 3 names on the list. 30 
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  (4) The Governor shall appoint the speech–language pathologist members, 1 

with the advice of the Secretary, from a list submitted to the Secretary and the Governor 2 

by the Maryland Speech–Language and Hearing Association. The number of names on the 3 

list shall be at least 3 times the number of vacancies. 4 

 

  (5) (i) Subject to subparagraph (ii) of this paragraph, the Governor 5 

shall appoint the audiologist members, with the advice of the Secretary, from a list 6 

submitted to the Secretary and the Governor, jointly by the Maryland Academy of 7 

Audiology and the Maryland Speech–Language and Hearing Association. The number of 8 

names on the list shall be at least 3 times the number of vacancies. 9 

 

   (ii) For each audiologist vacancy, the Maryland Academy of 10 

Audiology and the Maryland Speech–Language and Hearing Association shall: 11 

 

    1. Notify all licensed audiologists in the State of the vacancy 12 

to solicit nominations to fill the vacancy; and 13 

 

    2. Conduct a balloting process by which every licensed 14 

audiologist in the State is eligible to vote on the names of the licensed audiologists to be 15 

submitted to the Secretary and the Governor. 16 

 

  (6) (i) The Governor shall appoint the hearing aid dispenser members, 17 

with the advice of the Secretary, from a list submitted to the Secretary and the Governor 18 

by the Maryland members of the Hearing Society of Maryland, Washington, D.C., and 19 

Delaware. 20 

 

   (ii) The number of names on the list shall be at least 3 times the 21 

number of vacancies. 22 

 

  (7) (i) The Governor shall appoint the consumer members with the 23 

advice of the Secretary and the advice and consent of the Senate. 24 

 

   (ii) 1. The Governor shall appoint the consumer member who is 25 

a consumer of services provided by an individual licensed by the Board from a list submitted 26 

to the Secretary and the Governor by the Department of Disabilities. 27 

 

    2. The Department of Disabilities shall solicit nominees from 28 

associations representing hearing or communication impaired individuals in the State. 29
