 (b) Except as provided in subsection (c) of this section, a court exercising criminal 7 

jurisdiction in a case involving a child may transfer the case to the juvenile court before 8 

trial or before a plea is entered under Maryland Rule 4–242 if: 9 

 

  (1) the accused child was at least 14 but not 18 years of age when the 10 

alleged crime was committed; 11 

 

  (2) the alleged crime is excluded from the jurisdiction of the juvenile court 12 

under § 3–8A–03(d)(1), (4), or (5) of the Courts Article; and 13 

 

  (3) the court determines by a preponderance of the evidence that a transfer 14 

of its jurisdiction is in the interest of the child or society. 15 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16
