  (1) LICENSED TO PRACTICE MEDICINE IN THE STATE; OR 9 

 

  (2) WHO LEGALLY PRACTICES MEDICINE WITHOUT A LICENSE UNDER 10 

§ 14–302(1), (2), (3), OR (4) OF THE HEALTH OCCUPATIONS ARTICLE. 11 

 

 (I) “QUALIFIED HEALTH CARE COSTS” MEANS REASONABLE EXPENSES OF 12
