COMPLAINTS RELATED TO INCIDENTS OF SEXUAL MISCONDUCT AND TITLE IX OF 23

REPORT THE DATA TO THE DEPARTMENT EACH YEAR; AND  9 

 

   (III) INFORM STUDENTS, FACULTY, AND STAFF OF: 10 

 

    1. WHO SERVES AS THE TITLE IX COORDINATOR FOR 11 

THE SCHOOL; AND 12 

 

    2. HOW TO FILE A SEXUAL MISCONDUCT COMPLAINT. 13 

 

 (C) A PERSON MAY:  14 

 

  (1) BRING A CIVIL ACTION AGAINST A LOCAL SCHOOL SYSTEM THAT 15 

FAILS TO COMPLY WITH THE POLICIES AND PROCEDURES DEVELOPED UNDER THIS 16 

SECTION; AND 17 

 

  (2) RECOVER DAMAGES, REASONABLE COSTS, AND ATTORNEY’S 18 

FEES.  19 

 

 (D) THE STATE BOARD SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS TO IMPLEMENT THIS 20 

SECTION. 21 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 22
