Kent County – Alcoholic Beverages – Limited Distillery License 2 

 

FOR the purpose of authorizing a Class 9 limited distillery license to be issued in Kent 3 

County; authorizing a Class 9 limited distillery license to be issued to a holder of a 4 

Class B beer, wine, and liquor license as well as a holder of a Class D beer, wine, and 5 

liquor license under certain circumstances; providing that a certain Class 9 limited 6 

distillery license holder who is also a Class B beer, wine, and liquor license holder 7 

may sell certain products in a certain manner and may not sell at retail more than a 8 

certain number of gallons on a certain premises each year; requiring a Class 9 limited 9 

distillery license holder who is also a Class B beer, wine, and liquor license holder to 10 

divest itself of a certain license and obtain a certain license if the license holder 11 

distills more than a certain number of gallons of product each year; and generally 12 

relating to a Class 9 limited distillery license in Kent County. 13

 (A) A CLASS 9 LIMITED DISTILLERY LICENSE MAY BE ISSUED TO A HOLDER 10 

OF A CLASS B BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR LICENSE AND TO A HOLDER OF A CLASS D 11 

BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR LICENSE IF THE LICENSE OF THE HOLDER AUTHORIZES 12 

CONSUMPTION ON AND OFF THE LICENSED PREMISES. 13 

 

 (B) A HOLDER OF A CLASS 9 LIMITED DISTILLERY LICENSE AND A CLASS B 14 

BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR LICENSE: 15 

 

  (1) MAY SELL THE PRODUCTS MANUFACTURED UNDER THE CLASS 9 16 

LIMITED DISTILLERY LICENSE AT RETAIL IN A MANNER CONSISTENT WITH THE 17 

UNDERLYING CLASS B LICENSE; AND 18 

 

  (2) MAY NOT SELL AT RETAIL ON THE PREMISES OF THE CLASS B 19 

LICENSE, FOR ON– OR OFF–SALE CONSUMPTION, MORE THAN 15,500 GALLONS OF 20 

THE PRODUCTS MANUFACTURED UNDER THE CLASS 9 LIMITED DISTILLERY 21 

LICENSE EACH CALENDAR YEAR. 22 

 

 (C) A HOLDER OF A CLASS 9 LIMITED DISTILLERY LICENSE AND A CLASS B 23 

BEER, WINE, AND LIQUOR LICENSE THAT DISTILLS MORE THAN THE GALLONAGE 24 

SPECIFIED IN § 2–203(D)(3) OF THIS ARTICLE SHALL DIVEST ITSELF OF ANY CLASS 25 

B RETAIL LICENSE AND OBTAIN A CLASS 1 MANUFACTURER’S LICENSE. 26 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 27
