SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - Housing and Community Development
10-108.
The Board shall:
(1)  receive applications for awards from the Trust;
(2) make the final decisions about awards; and

3) develop a process for making awards that:

(I)  encourages a broad geographic distribution of money; AND
