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Be it enacted by the People of the State of Maine as follows:

Sec. 1. 29-A MRSA §1919, sub-§3, as enacted by PL 2003, c. 452, Pt. Q, §24
and affected by Pt. X, §2, is amended to read:

3. Application. Subsection 1 does not apply to fire department vehicles et, school
buses during the months school is in regular session or school buses used for Head Start

programs.

SUMMARY

This bill exempts school buses operated by Head Start programs from the date
restrictions on the use of studded snow tires.
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
