General Motors and Chrysler products; and

WHEREAS, President Obama has appointed the Automotive Task Force to oversee the
reorganization of General Motors and Chrysler with the reorganization to include a significant

reduction in auto dealerships; NOW, THEREFORE,

BE IT RESOLVED by the Legislature of the State of Minnesota that it urges the President
