ASSUMPTION

Officials from the Department of Labor and Industrial Relations (DOLIR), the Department
of Commerce and Insurance, and the Department of Public Safety — Director’s Office each
assume assume the proposal will have no fiscal impact on their organization. Oversight does not
have any information to the contrary. Therefore, Oversight will reflect a zero impact in the fiscal
note for above organizations in the fiscal note.

In response to a similar proposal, SB 185 (1105S.01) 2023, officials from the DOLIR stated:

The striking out of Chapter 291 of 291.010 through 291.150, RSMo, will not have a financial
impact on the department. The bond found in 291.010 has not been collected in decades;
therefore, there will be no loss in that regard. The Division of Inspection has not collected
inspection fees of the sort mentioned in Chapter 291 in over 50 years. The sections eliminated in
the chapter, likewise are not funded or filled, and their elimination will not have an effect on the
Department financially, or in how it conducts its business. The duties of industrial sanitation and
safety inspections have largely fallen upon OSHA and local health departments since the 1970s.

Additionally, in response to the similar proposal, SB 185 (1105S.01) 2023, officials from the
Office of Administration, the Office of Administration - Administrative Hearing
Commission, the Office of the Governor each assumed the proposal would have no fiscal
impact on their organization. Oversight does not have any information to the contrary.
Therefore, Oversight will reflect a zero impact in the fiscal note for the above respective
organizations.
