AN ACT

To amend chapter 173, RSMo, by adding thereto one new section relating to postsecondary
educational institution executive training.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Chapter 173, RSMo, is amended by adding thereto one new section, to be
known as section 173.073, to read as follows:

173.073. 1. The department of higher education and workforce development
shall require a training program relating to standards required by, best practices for
complying with, and information about relevant rules for all existing and new members
of all governing boards and for all existing and new presidents, chancellors, or other
equivalent chief administrative officers of postsecondary educational institutions in this
state.

2. The training program for existing members of governing boards and for
existing presidents, chancellors, or other equivalent chief administrative officers shall be
separate from the training program for new members of governing boards and for such
new presidents, chancellors, or other equivalent chief administrative officers.

3. (1) The department shall require all existing and new members of all
governing boards and all existing and new presidents, chancellors, or other equivalent
chief administrative officers to complete an appropriate training program within two
years after such individual's appointment or, for an individual whose appointment
occurred more than two years before the effective date of this section, within two years
after the effective date of this section.

EXPLANATION —  Matter enclosed in bold-faced brackets [thus] in the above bill is not enacted and is
intended to be omitted from the law. Matter in bold-face type in the above bill is proposed language.
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(2) The department shall issue a written warning to an individual who fails to
comply with the training requirements within one year after such individual's
appointment or, for an individual whose appointment occurred more than two years
before the effective date of this section, within one year after the effective date of this
section.

(3) The governor of Missouri shall replace an existing or new member of a
governing board or an existing or new president, chancellor, or other equivalent chief
administrative officer who fails to complete such required training program within one
year of the issuance of such written warning.

4. The department shall partner with third-party vendors of the department's
choosing to develop and implement such training programs.
