AN ACT

To amend chapter 566, RSMo, by adding thereto one new section relating to the offense of
trafficking a child sex doll, with penalty provisions.

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the state of Missouri, as follows:

Section A. Chapter 566, RSMo, is amended by adding thereto one new section, to be
known as section 566.214, to read as follows:

566.214. 1. As used in this section, "child sex doll" means an anatomically
correct doll, mannequin, or robot, with the features of, or with the features that
resemble those of, a minor under the age of fourteen, intended for use in sexual acts.

2. A person commits the offense of trafficking a child sex doll if he or she
knowingly:

(1) Buys or possesses any child sex doll with the intent to engage in any sexual
act; or

(2) Sells, delivers, or distributes any child sex doll to a person.

3. The offense of trafficking of a child sex doll shall be a class E felony for the
first offense and a class D felony for any second or subsequent offenses.
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EXPLANATION —  Matter enclosed in bold-faced brackets [thus] in the above bill is not enacted and is
intended to be omitted from the law. Matter in bold-face type in the above bill is proposed language.
