Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the State of Missouri, as follows: 

     Section A.  Sections 300.010, 301.010, 301.558, 302.010, 1

nineteen new sections enacted in lieu thereof, to be known as 4 

sections 196.276, 300.010, 301.010, 301.558, 302.010, 303.020, 5 

304.001, 304.900, 307.025, 307.180, 307.188, 307.193, 307.194, 6 

365.020, 407.005, 407.560, 407.815, 407.1025, and 578.120, to 7 

read as follows:8 

     196.276.  1.  As used in this section, the following  1 

terms mean: 2 

     (1)  "Consent", a mutual acknowledgment by both a  3 

restaurant and a food delivery platform, which may be  4 

obtained electronically; 5 

     (2)  "Food delivery platform", a business that acts as  6 

a third-party intermediary by taking and arranging for the  7 

delivery or pickup of orders from multiple restaurants for  8 
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ultimate consumers.  The term does not include delivery or  9 

pickup orders placed directly with, and fulfilled by, a  10 

restaurant.  The term does not include websites, mobile  11 

applications, or other electronic services that do not post  12 

restaurant menus, logos, or pricing information on their  13 

platforms; 14 

     (3)  "Likeness", a mark or trade name; 15 

     (4)  "Mark", a trademark or service mark, regardless of  16 

whether the trademark or service mark is actually registered; 17 

     (5)  "Restaurant", a business in this state that: 18 

     (a)  Operates its own permanent food service facilities  19 

with commercial cooking equipment on its premises; and 20 

     (b)  Prepares and offers to sell multiple entrees for  21 

consumption on or off the premises; 22 

     (6)  "Trade name", a name used by a person or entity to  23 

identify the person's or entity's business or vocation. 24 

     2.  (1)  A food delivery platform shall not take and  25 

arrange for the delivery or pickup of an order from a  26 

restaurant in this state unless such food delivery platform  27 

has filed a certificate of formation or registration with  28 

the secretary of state. 29 

     (2)  A food delivery platform shall: 30 

     (a)  Not use a restaurant's likeness in a manner that  31 

could reasonably be interpreted to falsely suggest  32 

sponsorship or endorsement by the restaurant; 33 

     (b)  Not, without the restaurant's consent, take and  34 

arrange for the delivery or pickup of an order from a  35 

restaurant; 36 

     (c)  Not, without an agreement with the restaurant,  37 

intentionally inflate or alter a restaurant's pricing,  38 

although other charges may be assessed to the ultimate  39 

consumer if they are noted separately to the consumer; 40

     (d)  Not, without an agreement with the restaurant,  41 

attempt to charge a restaurant, or expect the restaurant to  42 

pay or absorb any fee, commission, or charge; 43 

     (e)  Remove a restaurant from the food delivery  44 

platform's services within ten days of receiving the  45 

restaurant's request for removal unless an agreement between  46 

the food delivery platform and the restaurant states  47 

otherwise; and 48 

     (f)  Clearly provide to the ultimate consumer a  49 

mechanism to express order concerns directly to the food  50 

delivery platform. 51 

     (3)  Any agreement between a food delivery platform and  52 

a restaurant to take and arrange for the delivery or pickup  53 

of orders shall: 54 

     (a)  Be in writing and expressly authorize the food  55 

delivery platform to take and arrange for the delivery or  56 

pickup of orders from the restaurant; 57 

     (b)  Clearly identify any fee, commission, or charge  58 

that the restaurant will be required to pay or absorb; and 59

operated upon rails, except streetcars; 142 
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     [(28)] (29)  "Residence district", the territory  143 

contiguous to and including a highway not comprising a  144 

business district when the property on such highway for a  145 

distance of three hundred feet or more is in the main  146 

improved with residences or residences and buildings in use  147 

for business; 148 

     [(29)] (30)  "Right-of-way", the right of one vehicle  149 

or pedestrian to proceed in a lawful manner in preference to  150 

another vehicle or pedestrian approaching under such  151 

circumstances of direction, speed and proximity as to give  152 

rise to danger of collision unless one grants precedence to  153

     (13)  "Driveaway operation": 59 

     (a)  The movement of a motor vehicle or trailer by any  60 

person or motor carrier other than a dealer over any public  61 

highway, under its own power singly, or in a fixed  62 

combination of two or more vehicles, for the purpose of  63 

delivery for sale or for delivery either before or after  64 

sale; 65 

     (b)  The movement of any vehicle or vehicles, not owned  66 

by the transporter, constituting the commodity being  67 

transported, by a person engaged in the business of  68 

furnishing drivers and operators for the purpose of  69

and/or vehicle combination without load, plus the weight of  113 

any load thereon; 114 

     [(20)] (21)  "Hail-damaged vehicle", any vehicle, the  115 

body of which has become dented as the result of the impact  116 

of hail; 117 

     [(21)] (22)  "Highway", any public thoroughfare for  118 

vehicles, including state roads, county roads and public  119 
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streets, avenues, boulevards, parkways or alleys in any  120 

municipality; 121 

     [(22)] (23)  "Improved highway", a highway which has  122 

been paved with gravel, macadam, concrete, brick or asphalt,  123 

or surfaced in such a manner that it shall have a hard,  124 

smooth surface; 125 

     [(23)] (24)  "Intersecting highway", any highway which  126 

joins another, whether or not it crosses the same; 127 

     [(24)] (25)  "Junk vehicle", a vehicle which: 128

by a person other than a generally recognized manufacturer  135 

of motor vehicles by the use of a glider kit or replica  136 

purchased from an authorized manufacturer and accompanied by  137 

a manufacturer's statement of origin; 138 

     [(26)] (27)  "Land improvement contractors' commercial  139 

motor vehicle", any not-for-hire commercial motor vehicle  140 

the operation of which is confined to: 141 

     (a)  An area that extends not more than a radius of one  142 

hundred miles from its home base of operations when  143 

transporting its owner's machinery, equipment, or auxiliary  144 

supplies to or from projects involving soil and water  145

the requirements of subsections 1 to 3 of section 700.111,  26 

as applicable, have been satisfied, motorcycle, all-terrain  27

     407.005.  As used in this chapter, unless the context  1
