Whereas, the cultivation and harvesting of peaches in
Campbell, Missouri has long been an integral part of the
city and region; and

Whereas, with a mild climate and soil that is good for
producing quality peaches, Campbell is the perfect growing
spot for peaches; and

Whereas, almost eighty-five percent of the state's
peach harvest is grown in Campbell; and

Whereas, local peach growers have over 125,000 peach
trees on more than 1,000 acres; and

Whereas, local peach growers employ local teenagers and
seasonal workers each season to harvest the peaches, in
addition to year round staff; and

Whereas, from its annual Missouri Peach Fair to the
peach basket water tower, the city of Campbell has long been
known as the peach capital of the state of Missouri:

Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved by the members of the
Missouri Senate, One Hundred Second General Assembly, First
Regular Session, the House of Representatives concurring
therein, that the city of Campbell, Missouri, shall be known
as the Peach Capital of Missouri; and

Be It Further Resolved that the Secretary of the Senate
be instructed to prepare a properly inscribed copy of this

resolution for the city of Campbell.
