BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:10

NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Time limits. The appropriations contained in [section 2] are intended to12

provide necessary expenditures for the years for which the appropriations are made. The unspent balance of an13

appropriation reverts to the fund from which it was appropriated upon conclusion of the final fiscal year for which14
