A BILL FOR AN ACT relating to learning communities; to amend sections1

79-413, 79-4,119, 79-4,121, 79-4,122, 79-4,124, 79-4,125, 79-4,126,2

79-611, 79-1003, 79-1008.02, 79-1013, 79-1014, 79-1022, 79-1241.03,3

79-2104, 79-2104.02, and 79-2117, Reissue Revised Statutes of4

Nebraska, and section 9-812, Revised Statutes Cumulative Supplement,5

2014; to change provisions relating to transfers of parcels of land6

as prescribed; to provide for grants for certain purposes as7

prescribed; to change provide and change provisions relating to8

transportation of students; to redefine a term; to change and9

eliminate provisions relating to state aid and core services10

funding; to change and eliminate provisions relating to coordinating11

councils; to eliminate an advisory committee; to provide a duty for12

the Revisor of Statutes; to provide operative dates; to repeal the13

original sections; and to outright repeal sections 79-1007.22,14

79-2104.01, and 79-2104.03, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska.15

Be it enacted by the people of the State of Nebraska,16
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Section 1. Section 9-812, Revised Statutes Cumulative Supplement,1

2014, is amended to read:2

9-812 (1) All money received from the operation of lottery games3

conducted pursuant to the State Lottery Act in Nebraska shall be credited4

to the State Lottery Operation Trust Fund, which fund is hereby created.5

All payments of the costs of establishing and maintaining the lottery6

games shall be made from the State Lottery Operation Cash Fund. In7

accordance with legislative appropriations, money for payments for8

expenses of the division shall be transferred from the State Lottery9

Operation Trust Fund to the State Lottery Operation Cash Fund, which fund10

is hereby created. All money necessary for the payment of lottery prizes11

shall be transferred from the State Lottery Operation Trust Fund to the12

State Lottery Prize Trust Fund, which fund is hereby created. The amount13

used for the payment of lottery prizes shall not be less than forty14

percent of the dollar amount of the lottery tickets which have been sold.15

(2) A portion of the dollar amount of the lottery tickets which have16

been sold on an annualized basis shall be transferred from the State17

Lottery Operation Trust Fund to the Education Innovation Fund, the18

Nebraska Opportunity Grant Fund, the Nebraska Education Improvement Fund,19

the Nebraska Environmental Trust Fund, the Nebraska State Fair Board, and20

the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund as provided in subsection (3) of21

this section. The dollar amount transferred pursuant to this subsection22

shall equal the greater of (a) the dollar amount transferred to the funds23

in fiscal year 2002-03 or (b) any amount which constitutes at least24

twenty-two percent and no more than twenty-five percent of the dollar25

amount of the lottery tickets which have been sold on an annualized26

basis. To the extent that funds are available, the Tax Commissioner and27

director may authorize a transfer exceeding twenty-five percent of the28

dollar amount of the lottery tickets sold on an annualized basis.29

(3) Of the money available to be transferred to the Education30

Innovation Fund, the Nebraska Opportunity Grant Fund, the Nebraska31
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Education Improvement Fund, the Nebraska Environmental Trust Fund, the1

Nebraska State Fair Board, and the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund:2

(a) The first five hundred thousand dollars shall be transferred to3

the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund to be used as provided in section4

9-1006;5

(b) Beginning July 1, 2016, forty-four and one-half percent of the6

money remaining after the payment of prizes and operating expenses and7

the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be8

transferred to the Nebraska Education Improvement Fund;9

(c) Through June 30, 2016, nineteen and three-fourths percent of the10

money remaining after the payment of prizes and operating expenses and11

the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be12

transferred to the Education Innovation Fund;13

(d) Through June 30, 2016, twenty-four and three-fourths percent of14

the money remaining after the payment of prizes and operating expenses15

and the initial transfer to the Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall16

be transferred to the Nebraska Opportunity Grant Fund;17

(e) Forty-four and one-half percent of the money remaining after the18

payment of prizes and operating expenses and the initial transfer to the19

Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred to the Nebraska20

Environmental Trust Fund to be used as provided in the Nebraska21

Environmental Trust Act;22

(f) Ten percent of the money remaining after the payment of prizes23

and operating expenses and the initial transfer to the Compulsive24

Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred to the Nebraska State Fair25

Board if the most populous city within the county in which the fair is26

located provides matching funds equivalent to ten percent of the funds27

available for transfer. Such matching funds may be obtained from the city28

and any other private or public entity, except that no portion of such29

matching funds shall be provided by the state. If the Nebraska State Fair30

ceases operations, ten percent of the money remaining after the payment31
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of prizes and operating expenses and the initial transfer to the1

Compulsive Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred to the General2

Fund; and3

(g) One percent of the money remaining after the payment of prizes4

and operating expenses and the initial transfer to the Compulsive5

Gamblers Assistance Fund shall be transferred to the Compulsive Gamblers6

Assistance Fund to be used as provided in section 9-1006.7

(4)(a) The Education Innovation Fund is created. At least seventy-8

five percent of the lottery proceeds allocated to the Education9

Innovation Fund shall be available for disbursement.10

(b) For fiscal year 2013-14, the Education Innovation Fund shall be11

allocated as follows: (i) The first one million dollars shall be12

transferred to the Excellence in Teaching Cash Fund to fund the13

Excellence in Teaching Act; (ii) the next allocation shall be distributed14

to local systems as grants for approved accelerated or differentiated15

curriculum programs for students identified as learners with high ability16

pursuant to section 79-1108.02 in an aggregated amount up to the amount17

distributed in the prior fiscal year for such purposes increased by the18

basic allowable growth rate pursuant to section 79-1025; (iii) up to the19

next one hundred sixty thousand dollars shall be used by the State20

Department of Education to implement section 79-759; (iv) the next one21

million seven hundred fifty thousand dollars shall be allocated to early22

childhood education grants awarded by the department pursuant to section23

79-1103; (v) the next one million dollars shall be transferred to the24

Early Childhood Education Endowment Cash Fund for use pursuant to section25

79-1104.02; (vi) the next two hundred thousand dollars shall be used to26

provide grants to establish bridge programs pursuant to sections 79-118927

to 79-1195; (vii) the next ten thousand dollars shall be used to fund the28

Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for Military Children;29

(viii) the next eighty-five thousand five hundred fifty dollars shall be30

allocated to the State Department of Education for distribution pursuant31
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to section 79-2306; and (ix) the amount remaining shall be allocated,1

after administrative expenses, for distance education equipment and2

incentives pursuant to sections 79-1336 and 79-1337. No funds received as3

allocations from the Education Innovation Fund pursuant to this4

subdivision may be obligated for payment to be made after June 30, 2016.5

(c) For fiscal year 2014-15, the Education Innovation Fund shall be6

allocated, after administrative expenses, as follows: (i) The first one7

million two hundred thousand dollars shall be transferred to the8

Excellence in Teaching Cash Fund to fund the Excellence in Teaching Act;9

(ii) the next allocation shall be distributed to local systems as grants10

for approved accelerated or differentiated curriculum programs for11

students identified as learners with high ability pursuant to section12

79-1108.02 in an aggregated amount up to the amount distributed in the13

prior fiscal year for such purposes increased by the basic allowable14

growth rate pursuant to section 79-1025; (iii) the next one million eight15

hundred fifty thousand dollars shall be allocated to early childhood16

education grants awarded by the State Department of Education pursuant to17

section 79-1103; (iv) the next one million dollars shall be transferred18

to the Early Childhood Education Endowment Cash Fund for use pursuant to19

section 79-1104.02; (v) the next two hundred thousand dollars shall be20

used to provide grants to establish bridge programs pursuant to sections21

79-1189 to 79-1195; (vi) the next ten thousand dollars shall be used to22

fund the Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for Military23

Children; (vii) the next two million dollars shall be allocated for24

distance education equipment and incentives pursuant to sections 79-133625

and 79-1337; (viii) the next one million dollars shall be transferred to26

the School District Reorganization Fund; (ix) up to the next one hundred27

forty-five thousand dollars shall be used by the State Department of28

Education to implement section 79-759; and (x) the next three hundred29

thirty-five thousand dollars shall be allocated to local systems as30

grants awarded by the State Department of Education to assist schools in31
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evaluating and improving career education programs to align such programs1

with the state's economic and workforce needs. Except for funds2

transferred to the School District Reorganization Fund, the Early3

Childhood Education Endowment Cash Fund, or the department for early4

childhood education grants pursuant to section 79-1103, no funds received5

as allocations from the Education Innovation Fund pursuant to this6

subdivision may be obligated for payment to be made after June 30, 2016,7

and such funds received as transfers or allocations from the Education8

Innovation Fund that have not been used for their designated purpose as9

of such date shall be transferred to the Nebraska Education Improvement10

Fund on or before August 1, 2016.11

(d) For fiscal year 2015-16, the Education Innovation Fund shall be12

allocated, after administrative expenses, as follows: (i) The first one13

million two hundred thousand dollars shall be transferred to the14

Excellence in Teaching Cash Fund to fund the Excellence in Teaching Act;15

(ii) the next allocation shall be distributed to local systems as grants16

for approved accelerated or differentiated curriculum programs for17

students identified as learners with high ability pursuant to section18

79-1108.02 in an aggregated amount up to the amount distributed in the19

prior fiscal year for such purposes increased by the basic allowable20

growth rate pursuant to section 79-1025; (iii) the next one million nine21

hundred fifty thousand dollars shall be allocated to early childhood22

education grants awarded by the State Department of Education pursuant to23

section 79-1103; (iv) the next one million dollars shall be transferred24

to the Early Childhood Education Endowment Cash Fund for use pursuant to25

section 79-1104.02; (v) the next ten thousand dollars shall be used to26

fund the Interstate Compact on Educational Opportunity for Military27

Children; (vi) the next two million five hundred thousand dollars shall28

be allocated for distance education equipment and incentives pursuant to29

sections 79-1336 and 79-1337; (vii) the next one million dollars shall be30

transferred to the School District Reorganization Fund; (viii) up to the31

next one hundred forty-five thousand dollars shall be used by the State1

Department of Education to implement section 79-759; and (ix) of the2

amount remaining, (A) three million dollars shall be retained in the3

Education Innovation Fund to transfer to the Nebraska Education4

Improvement Fund on June 30, 2016, and (B) the remaining amount shall be5

allocated to local systems as grants awarded by the State Department of6

Education to assist schools in evaluating and improving career education7

programs to align such programs with the state's economic and workforce8

needs. Except for funds transferred to the School District Reorganization9

Fund, the Early Childhood Education Endowment Cash Fund, or the10

department for early childhood education grants pursuant to section11

79-1103, no funds received as allocations from the Education Innovation12

Fund pursuant to this subdivision may be obligated for payment to be made13

after June 30, 2016, and such funds received as transfers or allocations14

from the Education Innovation Fund that have not been used for their15

designated purpose as of such date shall be transferred to the Nebraska16

Education Improvement Fund on or before August 1, 2016.17

(e) The Education Innovation Fund terminates on June 30, 2016. Any18

money in the fund on such date shall be transferred to the Nebraska19

Education Improvement Fund on such date.20

(5) The Nebraska Education Improvement Fund is created. The fund21

shall consist of money transferred pursuant to subsections (3) and (4) of22

this section, money transferred pursuant to section 85-1920, and any23

other funds appropriated by the Legislature. Any money in the fund24

available for investment shall be invested by the state investment25

officer pursuant to the Nebraska Capital Expansion Act and the Nebraska26

State Funds Investment Act. For fiscal years 2016-17 through 2021-22, the27

State Board of Education may allocate (a) up to six hundred thousand28

dollars to each learning community coordinating council on an annual29

basis for evaluation and research purposes pursuant to section 79-2104.0230

upon approval of an evaluation and research plan and (b) up to five31
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hundred thousand dollars annually to school districts that are members of1

a learning community for focus school start-up grants pursuant to section2

17 of this act.3

(6) Any money in the State Lottery Operation Trust Fund, the State4

Lottery Operation Cash Fund, the State Lottery Prize Trust Fund, or the5

Education Innovation Fund available for investment shall be invested by6

the state investment officer pursuant to the Nebraska Capital Expansion7

Act and the Nebraska State Funds Investment Act.8

(7) Unclaimed prize money on a winning lottery ticket shall be9

retained for a period of time prescribed by rules and regulations. If no10

claim is made within such period, the prize money shall be used at the11

discretion of the Tax Commissioner for any of the purposes prescribed in12

this section.13

Sec. 2. Section 79-413, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is14

amended to read:15

79-413 (1) The State Committee for the Reorganization of School16

Districts created under section 79-435 may create a new school district17

from other districts, change the boundaries of any district that is not a18

member of a learning community, or affiliate a Class I district or19

portion thereof with one or more existing Class II, III, IV, or V20

districts upon receipt of petitions signed by sixty percent of the legal21

voters of each district affected. If the petitions contain signatures of22

at least sixty-five percent of the legal voters of each district23

affected, the state committee shall approve the petitions. When area is24

added to a Class VI district or when a Class I district which is entirely25

or partially within a Class VI district is taken from the Class VI26

district, the Class VI district shall be deemed to be an affected27

district.28

Any petition of the legal voters of a Class I district in which no29

city or village is situated which is commenced after January 1, 1996, and30

proposes the dissolution of the Class I district and the attachment of a31
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portion of it to two or more districts shall require signatures of more1

than fifty percent of the legal voters of such Class I district. If the2

state committee determines that such petition contains valid signatures3

of more than fifty percent of the legal voters of such Class I district,4

the state committee shall grant the petition.5

(2)(a) Petitions proposing to change the boundaries of existing6

school districts that are not members of a learning community through the7

transfer of a parcel of land, not to exceed six hundred forty acres,8

shall be approved by the state committee when the petitions involve the9

transfer of land between Class I, II, III, or IV school districts or when10

there would be an exchange of parcels of land between Class I, II, III,11

or IV school districts and the petitions have the approval of at least12

sixty-five percent of the school board of each affected district. If the13

transfer of the parcel of land is from a Class I school district to one14

or more Class II, III, IV, V, or VI school districts of which the parcel15

is not a part or with which the parcel is not affiliated, any Class II,16

III, IV, V, or VI school district of which the parcel is not a part or17

with which the parcel is affiliated shall be deemed an affected district.18

(b) The state committee shall not approve a change of boundaries19

pursuant to this section relating to affiliation of school districts if20

twenty percent or more of any tract of land under common ownership which21

is proposing to affiliate is not contiguous to the high school district22

with which affiliation is proposed unless (i) one or more resident23

students of the tract of land under common ownership has attended the24

high school program of the high school district within the immediately25

preceding ten-year period or (ii) approval of the petition or plan would26

allow siblings of such resident students to attend the same school as the27

resident students attended.28

(3)(a) Petitions proposing to create a new school district, to29

change the boundary lines of existing school districts that are not30

members of a learning community, to create an affiliated school system,31
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or to affiliate a Class I district in part and to join such district in1

part with a Class VI district, any of which involves the transfer of more2

than six hundred forty acres, shall, when signed by at least sixty3

percent of the legal voters in each district affected, be submitted to4

the state committee. In the case of a petition for affiliation or a5

petition to affiliate in part and in part to join a Class VI district,6

the state committee shall review the proposed affiliation subject to7

sections 79-425 and 79-426. The state committee shall, within forty days8

after receipt of the petition, hold one or more public hearings and9

review and approve or disapprove such proposal.10

(b) If there is a bond election to be held in conjunction with the11

petition, the state committee shall hold the petition until the bond12

election has been held, during which time names may be added to or13

withdrawn from the petitions. The results of the bond election shall be14

certified to the state committee.15

(c) If the bond election held in conjunction with the petition is16

unsuccessful, no further action on the petition is required. If the bond17

election is successful, within fifteen days after receipt of the18

certification of the bond election results, the state committee shall19

approve the petition and notify the county clerk to effect the changes in20

district boundary lines as set forth in the petitions.21

(4) Any person adversely affected by the changes made by the state22

committee may appeal to the district court of any county in which the23

real estate or any part thereof involved in the dispute is located. If24

the real estate is located in more than one county, the court in which an25

appeal is first perfected shall obtain jurisdiction to the exclusion of26

any subsequent appeal.27

(5) A signing petitioner may withdraw his or her name from a28

petition and a legal voter may add his or her name to a petition at any29

time prior to the end of the period when the petition is held by the30

state committee. Additions and withdrawals of signatures shall be by31
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notarized affidavit filed with the state committee.1

Section 79-4,119, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is2

amended to read:3

79-4,119 Any reorganization of school districts that affects a4

school district that is a member of a learning community, except5

transfers of parcels of land not to exceed six hundred forty acres6

pursuant to subsection (2) of section 79-413 and dissolutions pursuant to7

section 79-470, 79-498, 79-499, or 79-598, shall only be accomplished8

pursuant to the Learning Community Reorganization Act, based on a plan9

submitted to the state committee by the affected school districts after a10

public hearing in each affected school district and approval by the11

majority of members of the school board for each affected school district12

learning community coordinating council.13

Sec. 4. Section 79-4,121, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is14

amended to read:15

79-4,121 In the review of a plan for the reorganization of school16

districts pursuant to the Learning Community Reorganization Act, the17

state committee shall give due consideration to (1) the educational needs18

of students in the learning community, (2) economies in administration19

costs, (3) the future use of existing satisfactory school buildings,20

sites, and play fields, (4) the convenience and welfare of pupils, (5)21

transportation requirements, (6) the equalization of the educational22

opportunity of pupils, (7) the amount of outstanding indebtedness of each23

district and proposed disposition thereof, (8) the equitable adjustment24

of all property, debts, and liabilities among the districts involved, (9)25

any additional statutory requirements for learning community26

organization, and (10) any other matters which, in its judgment, are of27

importance. The learning community coordinating council proposing the28

plan of reorganization, in preparation or review of a plan for29

reorganization, shall take into consideration any advice or suggestions30

offered by the state committee.31
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Sec. 5. Section 79-4,122, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is1

amended to read:2

79-4,122 Before any plan of reorganization submitted by the affected3

school boards a learning community coordinating council is approved by4

the state committee pursuant to the Learning Community Reorganization5

Act, the state committee shall hold one or more public hearings. At such6

hearings, the state committee shall hear any and all persons interested7

with respect to the areas of consideration listed in section 79-4,121.8

The state committee shall keep a record of all hearings in the9

formulation or approval of plans for the reorganization of school10

districts. Notice of such public hearings of the state committee shall be11

given by publication in a legal newspaper of general circulation in the12

county or counties in which the affected districts are located at least13

ten days prior to such hearing.14

Sec. 6. Section 79-4,124, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is15

amended to read:16

79-4,124 The state committee shall, within thirty days after holding17

the hearings provided for in section 79-4,122, notify the school boards18

of the affected school districts learning community whether or not it19

approves or disapproves such plan or plans.20

Sec. 7. Section 79-4,125, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is21

amended to read:22

79-4,125 If the state committee disapproves the plan pursuant to the23

Learning Community Reorganization Act, it shall be considered a24

disapproved plan and returned to the school boards of the affected school25

districts learning community coordinating council as a disapproved plan.26

Sec. 8. Section 79-4,126, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is27

amended to read:28

79-4,126 When a plan of reorganization or any part thereof has been29

approved by the state committee pursuant to the Learning Community30

Reorganization Act, it shall be designated as the final approved plan and31
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shall be returned to the learning community coordinating council to be1

submitted to the school boards of the affected school districts for2

approval or rejection by such school boards within forty-five days.3

Sec. 9. Section 79-611, Reissue Revised Statutes of Nebraska, is4

amended to read:5

79-611 (1) The school board of any school district shall provide6

free transportation, partially provide free transportation, or pay an7

allowance for transportation in lieu of free transportation as follows:8

(a) When a student attends an elementary school in his or her own9

district and lives more than four miles from the public schoolhouse in10

such district as measured by the shortest route that must actually and11

necessarily be traveled by motor vehicle to reach the student's12

residence;13

(b) When a student is required to attend an elementary school14

outside of his or her own district and lives more than four miles from15

such elementary school as measured by the shortest route that must16

actually and necessarily be traveled by motor vehicle to reach the17

student's residence;18

(c) When a student attends a secondary school in his or her own19

Class II or Class III school district and lives more than four miles from20

the public schoolhouse as measured by the shortest route that must21

actually and necessarily be traveled by motor vehicle to reach the22

student's residence. This subdivision does not apply when one or more23

Class I school districts merge with a Class VI school district to form a24

new Class II or III school district on or after January 1, 1997; and25

(d) When a student, other than a student in grades ten through26

twelve in a Class V district, attends an elementary or junior high school27

in his or her own Class V district and lives more than four miles from28

the public schoolhouse in such district as measured by the shortest route29

that must actually and necessarily be traveled by motor vehicle to reach30

the student's residence.31
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(2)(a) The school board of any school district that is a member of a1

learning community shall provide free transportation for a student who2

resides in such learning community and attends school in such school3

district if (i) the student is initially transferred into a school4

building in such school district transferring pursuant to the open5

enrollment provisions of section 79-2110 prior to July 1, 2016, qualifies6

for free or reduced-price lunches, lives more than one mile from the7

school to which he or she transfers, and is not otherwise disqualified8

under subdivision (2)(c) of this section, (ii) the student is initially9

transferred into a school building in such school district transferring10

pursuant to the open enrollment provisions of section 79-2110 prior to11

July 1, 2016, is a student who contributes to the socioeconomic diversity12

of enrollment at the school building he or she attends, lives more than13

one mile from the school to which he or she transfers, and is not14

otherwise disqualified under subdivision (2)(c) of this section, (iii)15

the student is attending a focus school or program, initially attended16

such focus school or program prior to July 1, 2016, and lives more than17

one mile from the school building housing the focus school or program, or18

(iv) the student is attending a magnet school or program, initially19

attended such magnet school or program prior to July 1, 2016, and lives20

more than one mile from the magnet school or the school housing the21

magnet program.22

(b) For purposes of this subsection, student who contributes to the23

socioeconomic diversity of enrollment at the school building he or she24

attends has the definition found in section 79-2110. This subsection does25

not prohibit a school district that is a member of a learning community26

from providing transportation to any intradistrict student.27

(c) For any student who resides within a learning community and28

transfers to another school building pursuant to the open enrollment29

provisions of section 79-2110 and who had not been accepted for open30

enrollment into any school building within such district prior to31
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September 6, 2013, the school board is exempt from the requirement of1

subdivision (2)(a) of this section if (i) the student is transferring to2

another school building within his or her home school district or (ii)3

the student is transferring to a school building in a school district4

that does not share a common border with his or her home school district.5

(3) The transportation allowance which may be paid to the parent,6

custodial parent, or guardian of students qualifying for free7

transportation pursuant to subsection (1) or (2) of this section shall8

equal two hundred eighty-five percent of the mileage rate provided in9

section 81-1176, multiplied by each mile actually and necessarily10

traveled, on each day of attendance, beyond which the one-way distance11

from the residence of the student to the schoolhouse exceeds three miles.12

Such transportation allowance does not apply to students residing in a13

learning community who qualify for free or reduced-price lunches and14

qualify for free transportation pursuant to subsection (2) of this15

section.16

(4) Whenever students from more than one family travel to school in17

the same vehicle, the transportation allowance prescribed in subsection18

(3) of this section shall be payable as follows:19

(a) To the parent, custodial parent, or guardian providing20

transportation for students from other families, one hundred percent of21

the amount prescribed in subsection (3) of this section for the22

transportation of students of such parent's, custodial parent's, or23

guardian's own family and an additional five percent for students of each24

other family not to exceed a maximum of one hundred twenty-five percent25

of the amount determined pursuant to subsection (3) of this section; and26

(b) To the parent, custodial parent, or guardian not providing27

transportation for students of other families, two hundred eighty-five28

percent of the mileage rate provided in section 81-1176 multiplied by29

each mile actually and necessarily traveled, on each day of attendance,30
