LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 153

 

Introduced by Ebke, 32.

WHEREAS, on March 22, 2015, firefighters and emergency personnel from 26

different fire and rescue crews in Nebraska and Kansas responded to a fire at

an industrial plant in Fairbury; and

WHEREAS, the fire started at the Livingston Enterprises hog plant. Eight

employees were inside when the fire started but fortunately none of the

employees were injured; and

WHEREAS, as many as 200 firefighters and emergency personnel helped to

fight the fire, battling against strong winds, and stayed on the scene

overnight to ensure that the fire did not spread.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FOURTH

LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:

1. That the Legislature recognizes the many firefighters and emergency

personnel from Nebraska and Kansas for their dedication, exemplary service, and

outstanding commitment to fighting the Fairbury fire and providing firefighting

and emergency services.

2. That a copy of this resolution be sent to the fire departments, police

and emergency agencies, and other entities involved in the fire at Livingston

Enterprises in Fairbury.
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
