
LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 381
Passed by the Legislature April 1, 2016

WHEREAS, The first Congress of the United States, at its first session,
held in New York, New York, on the twenty-fifth day of September, in the year
one thousand seven hundred and eighty-nine, passed the following resolution to
amend the Constitution of the United States of America, in the following words
and figures in part, to wit:

The Conventions of a number of the States having at the time of their
adopting the Constitution, expressed a desire, in order to prevent
misconstruction or abuse of its powers, that further declaratory and
restrictive clauses should be added: And as extending the ground of public
confidence in the Government will best ensure the beneficent ends of its
institution;

Resolved by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States
of America in Congress assembled, two thirds of both Houses concurring, that
the following Articles be proposed to the Legislatures of the several States,
as Amendments to the Constitution of the United States, all or any of which
Articles, when ratified by three fourths of the said Legislatures, to be valid
to all intents and purposes, as part of the said Constitution, viz.:

No law, varying the compensation for the services of the Senators and
Representatives, shall take effect, until an election of Representatives shall
have intervened.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FOURTH
LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, SECOND SESSION:

1. That such proposed amendment to the Constitution of the United States
be ratified.

2. That the Clerk of the Legislature send copies of this resolution to the
Administrator of the General Services Administration, the President of the
United States Senate, and the Speaker of the United States House of
Representatives.
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
