LEGISLATIVE RESOLUTION 48

 

Introduced by Kintner, 2.

plant standards; and

WHEREAS, the deficiency-free survey illustrates the commitment that the

employees of the Nebraska Masonic Home have to the residents and their

families.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MEMBERS OF THE ONE HUNDRED FOURTH

LEGISLATURE OF NEBRASKA, FIRST SESSION:
