NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE STATE
OF NEW MEXICO that February 8, 2010 be recognized as "The One-
Hundred-Year Anniversary of the Boy Scouts of America Day" at
the senate and that recognition be extended to all the local
council service centers and districts in New Mexico; and
