certain veteran-owned corporations and the fee for filing 
original articles of organization, initial lists and annual 
lists, for a certain period, for certain veteran-owned 
limited-liability companies; authorizing the Secretary of 
State to adopt regulations; and providing other matters 
properly relating thereto. 

Legislative Counsel’s Digest: 
 Existing law imposes an annual fee for a state business license. The fee is $500 1 
for certain corporations and $200 for certain other businesses. (NRS 76.100, 2 
76.130) Sections 1-5 and 13 of this bill require the Secretary of State to waive the 3 
annual fee for a state business license during the first 4 years of the existence of a 4 
business if the business meets certain criteria, is created on or after January 1, 2020, 5 
and at least 51 percent of the business is owned by one or more veterans who reside 6 
in this State. 7 
 Existing law imposes a fee of $75 or more for a corporation to file its original 8 
articles of incorporation, depending on the dollar amount of the total number of 9 
shares provided for in the articles of incorporation. (NRS 78.760) Existing law also 10 
requires corporations to: (1) file an initial and annual list with the Secretary of State 11 
containing certain information about the corporation; and (2) pay a fee of $150 for 12 
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the initial list and $150 or more for an annual list, depending on the dollar amount 13 
of the total number of shares provided for in the articles of incorporation. (NRS 14 
78.150) Sections 6-8 and 13 of this bill require the Secretary of State to waive: (1) 15 
the first $75 of the fee for the filing of original articles of incorporation if the 16 
corporation is a for-profit corporation organized on or after January 1, 2020, and at 17 
least 51 percent of the for-profit corporation is owned by one or more veterans who 18 
reside in this State; (2) the fee for the initial list for such a corporation; and (3) if at 19 
least 51 percent of the for-profit corporation continues to be owned by one or more 20 
veterans who reside in this State, the first $150 of the fee for the three annual lists 21 
filed after the initial list. 22 
 Existing law imposes a fee of $75 for a limited-liability company to file its 23 
original articles of organization. (NRS 86.561) Existing law also requires a limited-24 
liability company to: (1) file an initial and annual list with the Secretary of State 25 
containing certain information about the company; and (2) pay a fee of $150 for the 26 
filing of the initial list and each annual list. (NRS 86.263) Sections 9-13 of this bill 27 
require the Secretary of State to waive: (1) the fee for the filing of original articles 28 
of organization if the limited-liability company is a for-profit limited-liability 29 
company organized on or after January 1, 2020, and at least 51 percent of the 30 
company is owned by one or more veterans who reside in this State; (2) the fee for 31 
the initial list for such a company; and (3) if at least 51 percent of the for-profit 32 
limited-liability company continues to be owned by one or more veterans who 33 
reside in this State, the fee for the three annual lists filed after the initial list. 34

liability company shall pay to the Secretary of State a fee of $150. 38

 (a) Waive the fee required by paragraph (a) of subsection 4 if 40
