A RESOLUTION

Honoring the National Historic Preservation Act on its

Fiftieth Anniversary.

WHEREAS, The members of the House of Representatives of the
131st General Assembly of Ohio are pleased to commend the National
Historic Preservation Act on the celebration of its Fiftieth
Anniversary; and

WHEREAS, Recognition of this prestigious milestone is a
fitting tribute to the National Historic Preservation Act, for it
has held an important place in American history. Creating a
national legal framework for the protection and preservation of
historic buildings, landscapes, and archaeological discoveries,
the act was signed by President Lyndon B. Johnson on October 15,

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to succeeding generations for their reflection and appreciation;
therefore be it
