WHEREAS, some risk factors for heart disease such as blood 

pressure, smoking and cholesterol can be controlled; and 

WHEREAS, the American Heart Association's Go Red For Women 

movement motivates women to learn their family history and to meet 

with a health care provider to determine their risk for 

cardiovascular diseases and stroke; and 
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 WHEREAS, Go Red For Women encourages women to take control of 

their heart health by knowing five numbers that can be life 

changing: 

1.  Total Cholesterol; 

2.  HDL (good) Cholesterol; 

3.  Blood Pressure; 

4.  Blood Sugar; and 

5.  Body Mass Index (BMI).
