WHEREAS, illegal drug use by parents places children at risk of
physical and mental harm; and

WHEREAS, the use of illegal drugs impairs the caretaker's
ability to provide a safe and nurturing environment to children; and

WHEREAS, two-thirds of trauma-related deaths of children are
caused by a parent under the influence of alcohol or drugs; and

WHEREAS, an estimated 3 million children between 2002 and 2010
lived with at least one parent with a substance abuse problem;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE SENATE OF THE 1ST SESSION
OF THE 55TH OKLAHOMA LEGISLATURE:

THAT April 18, 2015, is hereby proclaimed Drug-Endangered
Children's Day in the State of Oklahoma.
