(c.1) Mandatory minimum sentence.--
(1) Except as provided in paragraph (2), a person

convicted of burglarv constituting a home invasion shall be

sentenced to a mandatory minimum term of imprisonment of no

less than five vears.

(2) A person convicted of a burglarv constituting a home

invasion against a victim who is 62 vears of age or older




1 shall be sentenced to a mandatory minimum term of

2 imprisonment of no less than 10 vears.

4 (e) Definitijon.—-—-As used in this section, the term "home

5 invasion" means a burglary under subsection (a) (1) where, during

6 the commission of the offense, a person:

7 (1) commits an offense under Chapter 25 (relating to

8 criminal homicide) or section 2702 (relating to aggravated

9 assault), 2901 (relating to kidnapping), 2902 (relating to
10 unlawful restraint), 3121 (relating to rape), 3123 (relating
11 to involuntary deviate sexual intercourse), 3124.1 (relating
12 to sexual assault), 3125 (relating to aggravated indecent
13 assault) or 3126 (relating to indecent assault); or
14 (2) is armed with a deadly weapon or explosive.
