WHEREAS, Since its founding in 1878, the Pennsylvania 
Pharmacists Association has served as a leading voice of 
pharmacy by promoting the profession through advocacy, education 
and communication in an effort to enhance patient care and 
public health; and
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WHEREAS, The Pennsylvania Pharmacists Association is a 
vibrant part of the pharmacy community in Pennsylvania and has a 
diverse membership comprised of pharmacists, students, 
technicians, part-time employees and retirees from a variety of 
practice settings all working together to deliver the best 
possible care for patients across this Commonwealth; and
