WHEREAS, The residents of Catasauqua, Pennsylvania, will 
observe the 100th anniversary of the Old Home Week celebration 
from June 27 through July 6, 2014; and

WHEREAS, This year's celebration will feature many events, 
focusing on Catasauqua's history and will recognize the 
potential for the borough's future; therefore be it
